GRAPHICS: 6/20

Please, someone, bring on the day where I review a game that doesn’t use RTP! There’s only one map in this game, and surprisingly enough it utilizes RTP-and, as everyone seems to take it upon themselves to do these days, it utilizes it pretty badly. The basic room setup is OK, though. Characters, of which there are only two, consist of one guy from the basic RTP and one from the Future addons. There were no battles, so I can’t comment on the backdrops, panoramas, battle animations or characters. All in all, a hopelessly boring section.

GAMEPLAY: N/A

I can’t say anything for this section because it was a movie, so there’s no gameplay involved.

MUSIC/SOUND: 4/20

Urgh. URGH. Three songs in the entire game, all of which are boring, keyboard-riddled, pathetically arranged RTP tunes. The same goes with the sound effects-all of them are RTP, and the general feeling I get is that the maker of this game couldn’t be bothered to turn his movie into a full experience. The music hardly even fits the scenario, which obviously it needs to. RTP isn’t the greatest choice for music, but in the right places it can fit. Not so here.

STORY: 4/20

Well, there really isn’t much story to speak of. Basically, there’s a guard in a building. Some guy comes in and tells him he has to “steal his soul”. The guard is chased around the building until he finally dies as a result of repeated stabbing from the random person. Then something on the table “rings” (it sure doesn’t look like a phone) and the man picks it up. Conveniently, it is his boss “Yoda” (Yeah…). He tells “Yoda” that the job is done, and leaves. There is barely a semblance of story here at all. Maybe there would have been if the whole thing was longer…but it’s only one map.

FUN: 5/20

This isn’t much fun to watch, it’s just RTP with RTP characters moving around in an RTP environment and RTPing in their RTP little way. I really, really despise this sort of experience-the maker is making a half-baked little test game that they feel is good enough to force upon the general public. No fun at all.
