There was not the issue of the war of poverty; it was the war of Vietnam. We were not aware of how much Vietnam was going to cost. He did not want to raise taxes and wanted to have domestic
 programs while running the war as well. Consumers and businesses kept spending and at the same time the government kept spending. Labor then reached full employment. Factories had to be built and competition in jobs rose. Consumer demand ran at a fever pitch
. 
In the 1960’s, most economists would say the aggregate demand is expanding faster than aggregate supply. This is the period when Keynes’s analysis was at its height. Inflation was to become a more complex and painful phenomenal
. It’s hard to plan for inflation. There are people with fixed incomes and there are those who benefit from unexpected rising prices. People in debt can gain from inflation. The middle class would go in debt to buy a house. Home owners will win and pay back their loans with cheaper inflated dollars. There are some where inflation has not bothered them much. Consumers were urged to buy on credit. Businesses would seem to be winning but there were second thoughts. 
In the beginning of inflation, the businesses may seem to think they were winning because profit
 starts to rise but really the costs then begin to sore and end up finding to be worse off. Inflation would cause a less purchasing power
. Others hit hard by inflation were the working poor. Their necessities were products with raised prices which made it harder for them to purchase. The poor were not organized and were not organized workers. Even the organized workers were having problems. 
There were groups of people were going on strikes to maintain a decent level of living. Workers won higher settlements but that raised costs still. Inflation had become entrenched. There was little hope at the inflationary momentum

In the 1960’s the question was urgent. The inflation climbing over 5% was not able to be ignored. The responsibility was left to the white house. Keynes was to reduce demands by taxes. The taxes dealt with the inflation issue.
