Dear Chula Vista area church leader:

The City of Chula Vista is revising its long-term General Plan.  It wants to ask everybody: What is your vision for the future of Chula Vista?  The actions of the City and decisions of its leaders affect our churches.  The General Plan is frequently the impetus behind many of those actions and decisions.

You are invited to attend a special meeting and discussion for Chula Vista churches.  This meeting is being planned in concert with the City’s Vision 2020 “Visioneer” program and is being hosted by a church.  I will be your moderator at this meeting.  I have attended the City’s “Visioneer” training.  I am a 30-year Chula Vista resident, father of two high-school students, active in church leadership during many of those years.

This is the only invitation that you or your church will receive for this meeting.  I ask that you prayerfully consider it before deciding to come, to not come, or to pass this invitation along to another person.

As the Plan is being updated, the City is especially receptive to ideas and inputs.  Therefore, if there was ever a time to let the City know of the unique considerations of churches in our community, NOW is the time.  My vision is that the needs of churches be considered by the City.  The City should listen, but churches must clearly conceive and communicate their concerns.  I believe that the City is prepared at this time to do the former, will you help do the latter?  Please do not consider this “politics.”  I consider it to be community input, and possibly even a responsibility of your church leadership position!  Your participation may direct benefit your church in the short or long term; at a minimum, your input will represent and generally benefit our city and all of its churches.

You know how busy pastors are, and Ed now has dozens of Visioneer volunteers running around town gathering public input, as well as his regular duties, and must be quite frazzled.  So, make it easy on them: read the enclosed brochure and/or visit the City’s web site: www.ci.chula-vista.ca.us before you call. 

I know that your time is so very limited and precious.  The meeting is scheduled for one hour on a weeknight.  It promises to be an interesting meeting.  I look forward to meeting you or a representative of your church.  The enclosed flyer contains further general info and 6:30pm, Thursday, July 11 meeting info.
If you are interested, but can’t make this meeting, feel free to invite another representative; however, please let me know.  I can then let you know of related future news and opportunities.  For cost, speed, and other reasons, e-mail will be the primary vehicle for future communications.  If you share an email address where I can reach you, I assure you that I will respect its confidentiality to the utmost.
Please, do not let this incomparable opportunity pass you by.
