Wherever appropriate, list the stages of the hero journey in your description (Ex. Inciting Incident: Jeff decides to build a pipe rack for his father, which is also the Call to Adventure.)

· Exposition-In Germany at an American Colonel’s household. Also the story takes place in the Attic of the house in the winter, Which is also the ordinary world.
