FT. MOULTRIE – the fort is located on Sullivan’ Island….coming from Charleston, take US 17 (Bus.) to Mt. Pleasant…turn right on to SC 703….at Sullivan’s Island, turn right on to Middle St…..the fort is 1.5 miles from that intersection….

MAGNOLIA CEMETERY – Off I-26 take exit 219 B (Mt. Pleasant / Morrison Dr.) ….once you exit take a left at the “Stop” sign….go to the second traffic light and take a left on to Meeting St. ….once on Meeting St. cross the railroad tracks and take the first left on to Cunningham St. ….come all the way down Cunningham St. until you reach the “Stop” sign….at this time Magnolia Cemetery’s gates are right in front of you….there is a field beside the cemetery for re-enactor parking….

Notes:

· Please read these rules carefully…these are mostly common sense rules that we have dealt with in the past….some are there simply because this a National Park….thus, we will need to step-up our expectations to meet this…

· The chance of a lifetime…please make plans to attend…we are one of only four units allowed to camp at Ft. Moultrie for the weekend…make plans to be there as early in the week as possible, but if you can not make it earlier than Friday, please come on….

· You will be camping at a place that has a lot of history…not only the Civil War, but starting with the Rev. War through WWII….how many times have you had the opportunity to camp at a piece of history beside the ocean….

· Carpooling is encouraged….there is annex parking beside the fort…

· We are representing “garrison” troops in 1864 (late-war)…please clean and polish your equipment, leather and buttons….we need to look sharp, especially for the Funeral….

· The SBS is preparing Black Armbands for all members….they are to be worn only at the Funeral….they will be distributed at Ft. Moultrie….

· The White Gloves will be distributed at Ft. Moultrie and are only to be worn at the Funeral…

· There will be a bus to take us to and from the Funeral….there will be a $2.00 per person charge to help defray the costs….this will be collected by company 1st Sgt.’s….

· Strict, authentic camping will be observed at all times… No modern items are to be seen…there will be Camp Inspections done constantly…this also includes shoes, jewelry, bandanas, sleeping bags, etc….

· The other Legion Infantry units have been invited to come with us….we will all represent the 26th NCT…

· You will need to form “messes” for this event as our commissary will not be able to attend….there will be ample places for you to cook your rations…authentic cooking only….THIS JUST IN – THE PLANNED BBQ SATURDAY NIGHT WILL NOT TAKE PLACE….

· You will need to have “period rations” for the Funeral march….

· Military bearing will be observed at all times…

· I will have the sign-up sheet with me at Ft. Moultrie for the Hunley Funeral…please make sure you check in with Lt. Ronnie Overby to sign-in…

· We are in Jack King’s (Texas) Division and CS all weekend…Gen. King’s Division will be in the “van” all weekend….we will have the best of the best in the fights….

· This is going to be a tremendous event…the 130th was absolutely one of the best events the 26th has ever gone to …please start making plans now…

· There will be four passenger vans leaving the eastern part of NC…. 1) Fayetteville-Goldsboro area, and 2) Raleigh-Durham area (this will include the Coastal area) and 3) Greensboro-Winston area….this should provide safe and affordable means for getting there….Fred Burt is taking reservations for the Coastal areas & the Raleigh-Durham area….Terry Lengel is taking reservations for te Fayetteville-Goldsboro area and Dennis Brooks is handling the Greensboro-Winston Salem area….please call now for you spot…..

· According to Gen. King, the following is a brief summary of what his Division will be doing that weekend….there is twice as much property as last time….about 1200 acres and all will be used….we need to be at the CS Base Camp no later than 12:00 noon on Friday….you will not be coming back to the base camp until Sunday….we will leave and position ourselves for the 3:00 pm tactical which will last close to 2 hours….for Friday’s nights campsite we will move the original Spring Hill Battlefield (about a 2 ½ mile march)….there will be skirmishing up until dark…..on Saturday morning we will start the fight (non-spectator) and will at the conclusion of this fight we will move to the staging area for the 4:00 pm (Franklin) Battle….we will be the first on the field during this fight….the will be a ¾ mile assault in which we will be on the left of the line….there will be skirmishing until around 8:00 that evening….we will retire to the area where the Sunday battle will be fought, which is not a long march at all….Sunday’s fight will re-create the Battle of Nashville, in which we will be entrenched and receive the Federal attack….one last note, those CS troops that are staying in the base camp for the weekend will end up marching several more miles than King’s Division….

· Most of the Legion components will be there…

· We will need to form “messes” as the Commissary will not be able to function in this type of situation….authentic cooking only….
