Cover Letter from Colonel Smith RE: Hunley Event (1/8/2004)


Attn: Members of the 26th NCT, the SBS, the 6th NCST, 25th NCT 49th NCT January 8, 2004 
 

Please find enclosed a copy of the packet that the National Park Service (NPS) sent me regarding the 26th NCT's invitation to participate in the Living History Program at Fort Moultrie during the Hunley Funeral in April of this year. It is my responsibility to make sure that we perform to their expectations and I will need the help of all those attending. This is a great opportunity for the 26th NCT and our fellow Tar Heels that will be along side us and we need to be on "top of our game." Thus, be prepared to work hard during the preceding events. There are a few details that I would like to lift out of the packet in order to make sure that we are all aware. 
 

1. Camps open Wednesday, April 14th and close Sunday, April 18th...the company streets will be laid off by the NPS...you are to find your company officer or 1st Sgt for placement of your tent. .. 
2. There is a $ 5.00 pre-registration fee that needs to be sent to Sam Prestipino "ASAP"...his address is 5107 Brookstone Dr. / Durham, NC / 27713 for those members of the 6th NCST, 25th NCT and the 49th NCT, please send the money into Sam along with a list of names. ...I have to send in a complete list of names soon... 
3. Anyone taking a child under the age of 16 must fill out the "Parental Approval Form" and send to me at the address listed above 
4. No child under the age of 16 will be allowed to stay in the military camp. ..they are to stay in the authentic civilian camp. .. 
5. No fIrearms other than those used during the re-enactment are permitted on the premises. .. 
6. No alcohol and/or consumption within the boundaries of Ft. Moultrie. .. 
7. Please clean all of your gear (ie...leather, buttons, etc.) and wear a black armband on your left arm. ...officers are to also to tie a piece of black fabric on your sword hilt. .. 
8. NO MODERN ITEMS ARE TO BE SEEN AT ANY TIME. ...this includes wristwatches, eyewear, bandanas, sleeping bags, coolers... 
9. All clothing and equipment will be inspected by the NPS. .. 
10.Muskets must be clean and in good ( safe) working order. ..there will be no firing at Ft. Moultrie. ..bring 3 rounds and 6 caps for the possible firing during the Funeral. ..keep the ammunition in your car. ..it cannot be on you or in camp at anytime. .. 
11.Although this is a "garrison camp" please try and travel as light as possible. .. 
12.Please plan to car-pool as the parking will be very tight. .. We have a tremendous opportunity here ladies and gentlemen. Let us represent to the NPS, other re-enactment units and the public the true meaning ofa Tar Heel. I look forward to seeing each of you soon and please feel free to call me with any questions you may have. 
13. All participants in the Hunley funeral procession are asked to wear WHITE GLOVES (per Col Smith)

14 - 18 April 2004 
Guidelines 
 

Access to Fort Moultrie, a unit of Fort Sumter National Monument (NM), is granted solely for the purpose of conducting Civil War interpretive presentations (i.e. "living history programs") from 14 April through 18 Apri12004. This event is being held in conjunction with the 12-17 April 2004 H. L. Hunley Commission's activities for the H. L. Hunley submarine crew burial. However, this event is under the complete and full authorization and supervision of Fort Sumter NM. 
 

General Guidelines 
 

The event must be performed in a good and proper manner and in compliance with all federal, state, and local regulations. 
 

Participants shall be permitted access only during the above listed dates, unless other wise noted and approved. 
 

Participants shall conduct themselves in a way that will not interfere with noffilal visitor use, maintenance activities, and other normal activities. 
 

That the good order and proper decorum shall be maintained by those persons conducting or participating in this program, and that public safety and general welfare will not be endangered. 
 

That the area(s) used during the event will be left in the same condition as prior to the event. 
 

All participants shall comply with instructions as may be given by the official representative(s) of Fort Sumter NM before, during, or after the event. 
 

No alcohol and or consumption there of will be peffilitted at any time within the boundaries' of Fort Sumter NM (including the Fort Moultrie unit) during this event. Controlled substances of any type or form (with the exception of prescribed medication) will not be permitted under any circumstances. In addition, public displays of being "under the influence" will not be tolerated. Violation of these items are a federal offense and will result in the individual(s) being banned from the encampment, possible arrest and/or fine from federal, state, and/or local law enforcement. 
 

No firearm(s), beyond those appropriate for the Civil War era programs being presented, will be permitted within the boundaries of Fort Sumter NM. This includes police officers, security officers, military personnel (active duty, reserve, National Guard, state guard), or private individuals with a "conceal and/or carry permit". . ,.
 

That participants will restrict their activities to the area(s) and times designated. 
 

No excavating is allowed within park boundaries. Trees and vegetation may not be cut or otherwise damaged. 
 

All trash will be placed in proper receptacles/containers.
 

 Fort Moultrie (meaning the fort's interior) is a federal building. Smoking is not allowed in any federal building. 
 

That the National Park Service, represented by an official of Fort Sumter NM, reserves the right to immediately ban any individual(s) or group and rescind any activity or the event, should any of the conditions be violated. 
 

A unit representative will sign a Volunteer In Parks Program, Forn No.10-86, "AGREEMENT FOR SPONSORED VOLUNTARY SERVICE" which outlines the event's activities. Participants assume all risks and liabilities: that are or may be associated with this event that are not covered under this fonn. A completed copy of this form will be signed upon arrival at Fort Moultrie (blank copy enclosed). 
 

Any participant (military or civilian) under the age of 16 must have a completed Volunteer In Parks Program, Form No.10-89, "PARENTAL APPROVAL FORM (blank copy enclosed). The enclosed blank form must be copied, filled out by a parent or legal guardian of any participant under 16 whose parent or legal guardian is not attending, and turned in upon arrival by the individual, parent/legal guardian, or unit representative. Any one who is under 16 and does not have a completed form will not be allowed to participant in the event. 
 

Unit Guidelines: This event is an encampment to provide "living history" programs and interpretation to visitors to Fort Moultrie. Programs will include company and battalion drill, lineal tactics, camp life (military and civilian), talks on uniforms, weapons, equipment, and related subjects. 
 

A schedule of activities will be developed by Fort Sumter NM in conjunction with representatives of participant organizations and approved in advance. 
 

No black powder or percussion caps will be allowed within the jurisdiction of Fort Sumter NM (including the Fort Moultrie unit), for any weapon, including flintlocks and breechloaders. However, "dummy" rounds, plus an appropriate number of percussion caps may be present for use in interpretive/demonstration purposes. A unit representative may contact Historian Rick Hatcher at 843-883-3123 x 22 or at rick_hatcher@nps.gov concerning this guideline.
 

All weapons (including swords/sabers, bayonets, and knives), cartridge boxes, cap pouches, haversacks, knapsacks, blanket rolls, camp boxes, carpetbags, etc. will be inspected. 
 

As the H L. Hunley operated in Charleston Harbor between August 1863 and February 1864, participants should make every effort to present this time period in their impression. 
 

As this is not a battle reenactment, the camps will be open to visitors from approximately 9:00 am to 7:00 pm each day. Therefore, ice chests, coolers, igloos, and other modern items, including hay/straw bales, will not be allowed in camp. 
 

Local representatives of the Palmetto Battalion, Tennessee Valley Battalion, and Fort Sumter NM will lay out camps on Wednesday, 14 Apri12004. 
 

A unit roster will be provided including name, sex, and age. A list of participants who are EMT, Paramedics, ER doctors/nurses, or similarly trained emergency trained individuals will be included with this roster. 
 

Camp/cook fires will be located on the surface using beach sand as a base on which to place the fire. 
 

Firewood, bedding straw, and portajohns will be provided by the H L. Hunley Funeral Committee. Additional information concerning these items is addressed in the cover letter accompanying this document.
