Variety
Coil Stamps

The coil stamps are issued in longstrips. These are generally used in
vending-machines as these can be

more conveniently
stored and easier
to sell. Sweden is
p ioneer in co i l
stamps. Some of
the US stamps are
also released in
co i l s . These

stamps are usually imperforate on the
top and bottom and perforate as be-
tween stamps, these are horizontal
coils.

PHILATELIC TERMS
Defenitive Booklet : A small booklet
of stamps, which is sometimes obtained
from a vending machine. Stamp book-
lets contains small, specially printed
panes of stamps affixed inside a card
cover by stapling, stitching, or gluing.

Air Letter : A type of light weight air-
mail stationery which is prestamped and
serves as both stationery paper and
envelope. It is sold for the postage
value only.

Prestamped Postcard : A Postcard
sold by the Postal Department bearing
a printed indicia or design to indicate a
specific postage value. These are sold
at a small face value.
