Jewel Beetles of Fiji

On March 14, 2000, Fiji issued a set of
four stamps on the theme "The
Buprestid Jewel Beetles of Fiji". Over
eighty per cent of all known living ani-
mal species are
insects. Of the
class insects
the ORDER
COIEOPTERA
(Beetles) repre-
sents some
350,000 to
400,000 known species and it is believed
there are sill millions of yet unknown
species. Of this immense beetle popu-
lation there are some 20,000 species of
the family Buprestidae. These are popu-
larly referred to as "JEWEL" beetles as
so many of them display brilliant metal-
lic of iridescent colours. The beetles
depicted on these four stamps are :
PARACUPTA SULCATA(15c), AGRILUS
SP.(87c), CYPHOGASTRA ABDOMINALS
($1.06), PARACUPTA SP.($2.00).
