Mathematics, Grade 11 ( a university prep course) , Academic MCR3U
Prerequisite: Grade 10 Mathematics, Academic
This course introduces some financial applications of mathematics and extends students’ experiences with functions. Students will solve problems in personal finance involving applications of sequences and series; investigate properties and applications of trigonometric functions; develop facility in operating with polynomials, rational expressions, and exponential expressions; develop an understanding of inverses and transformations of functions; and develop facility in using function notation and in communicating mathematical reasoning.
By the end of this course, students will:  solve problems involving arithmetic and geometric sequences and series; solve problems involving compound interest and annuities; solve problems involving the sine law and the cosine law in oblique triangles;; determine, through investigation, the relationships between the graphs and the equations of sinusoidal functions; solve problems involving models of sinusoidal functions drawn from a variety of applications; demonstrate facility in manipulating polynomials, rational expressions, and exponential expressions; demonstrate an understanding of inverses and transformations of functions and facility in the use of function notation; communicate mathematical reasoning with precision and clarity throughout the course.

Take down all board notes. It is the responsibility of the student to cover all topics. When asking for extra help, show your teacher the attempt you have made to solve the problem. Bring your notes and homework to class every day.~ 

Homework: work will be assigned from the text on a daily basis. Completion of these assignments is necessary to achieve success in this course. Completion of the homework and staying caught up with the course is the responsibility of the student but may be monitored by the subject teacher.

Calculator: a scientific calculator is a course requirement. Students will find calculators necessary for assignments, tests, and the exam. Students will not be permitted to share or borrow calculators at any time during the course. When necessary, graphing calculators or computers will be provided by the Mathematics Department for in-class use. If you miss one of these days, you must make timely arrangements to make up the work.

Supplies to bring EVERY day include: text, 3 ring-binder, lined looseleaf paper, graph paper, scientific calculator, blue/black and red pens, pencils (and a small handheld sharpener as needed, eraser, ruler, protractor.

Use of class time: it is important to come prepared each day so that class time will benefit you the most. Since everyone shares this time, it is also critical that class time concentrates on moving forward so that the curriculum is covered thoroughly and thoughtfully. 

CLASS TIME 

1. Today’s attendance 

2. New lesson and taking up yesterday's homework 

3. Work period during class: amount of time varies depending upon the lesson 

First priority is your work on today’s assignment. A good time to get help if your solution does not work--always try first on you own! 

If time allows, this is a good time to present notes about planned absences .

OUTSIDE OF CLASS 

Discuss and complete arrangements for planned absence 

Write missed tests and quizzes 

3. Extra help--whatever did not get covered by preview, lesson, homework, and taking up homework. Be sure to have your written attempt with you. It will tell me that you have done your part and will give valuable clues that help me to help you effectively . 

MISSED TEST, QUIZ AND ASSIGNMENT POLICY (also see Student Agenda)

ll planned absences (e.g., medical appointments, field trips): Plan ahead. Write all important dates in your agenda. Check with parents for upcoming appointments! The student is required to inform the teacher in writing at the earliest possible date and to arrange in advance for an alternate time to write the test or quiz or to submit the assignment. This is usually in advance of the announced date.

Unexpected absences (e.g., illness): The student will make arrangements to write the missed test/quiz and will submit assignments on the first day he/she returns to school. Your absence must be justified in writing. A parental note or medical note for the teacher’s class records is required for a missed test/quiz. If the absence is not justified or if the student does not make the necessary arrangements on the first day back, a zero may result. See your teacher before opening exercises or at the end of lunch (12:30 or later) to make your arrangements. The onus is on the student to make arrangements.

Avoid zeroes!!! Be here every day. Make proper arrangements if you cannot avoid being away. There are no makeup (i.e., replacement) tests or assignments. No tests will be dropped.
