Student Objectives:

Students are expected to display a willingness to learn as evidenced by regular attendance, punctuality, consistent effort, complete notebooks, completion of  assignments, and preparedness for class. The Grade 9 Principles of Mathematics course covers material that prepares the student for future math courses at either the Academic or Applied level. Students will become confident users of  graphing calculators and will apply this technology regularly to problems presented in class. Success in this course is heavily dependent on the amount of effort the student puts forth.

9d mathematics: This course enables students to develop generalizations of mathematical ideas and methods through the exploration of applications, the effective use of applications, the effective use of technology and abstract reasoning. Students will investigate relationships to develop equations of straight lines in analytic geometry, explore relationships between volume and surface area of objects in measurement and apply extended algebraic skills in problem solving. Students will engage in abstract extensions of core learning that will deepen their mathematical knowledge and enrich their understanding.

Assignments:  Math work will be assigned on a daily basis. Completion of these assignments is necessary to achieve success in the course. Canterbury offers a wealth of activities that will demand a student's time. It will be important to manage time wisely and not fall behind.

Student Calculators: Students will find calculators necessary for assignments, tests, and examinations. Students may wish to consult their teacher to determine if their calculator is appropriate for the course. Many students make the mistake of buying a calculator that is too complicated for what is needed and thus difficult to operate. A good scientific calculator will serve students well for 0most high school courses and can be purchased for about $20. Students are advised to scratch their name on their calculator and to carry the calculator manual with them.

Graphing Calculators and computers:  When the lesson requires graphing calculators or computers, the class will use equipment provided by the Math Department during class. As these calculators are shared among all math classes, it is important that the student make full use of the provided technology on these days.

Other materials:  Students will be required to have a 3-ring binder, loose-leaf paper, pencils and 

a good eraser, pens, a ruler (straight-edge), protractor, compass, and graph paper (a hole-punched "pad" is inexpensive and invaluable). These materials and the textbook must be ready for use as soon as the student arrives at class. Tests and quizzes are to be done in pencil for easy and neat editing of solutions.

Notebook-all pages to be dated and to reference the page and chapter in the book:  Students are required to keep a well organized notebook including handouts and all class notes and assignments and all marked quizzes and tests as soon as they have been returned. Students are required to organize their returned quizzes and tests in a special section of their notebook, ordered by date. This will help the student and the parent to gauge their progress in the course.

Textbook:  A textbook will be assigned to each student at the beginning of the course. Students are responsible for keeping the text in good condition while in their possession. If the book is lost or stolen a charge will be levied for the replacement of the text. If a book is damaged, a charge appropriate to the damage incurred will be levied.

MATH MARKS:  You and your student will be able to access your student's marks in my math class 24/7 and find out about any possible missing assignments at http://www.snapgrades.net.  Simply log in at SnapGrades Login using your personal  code sent from Snapgrades to the e-mail address you supply.  Students will use their school login information.  This site’s encryption offers the same level of security as online banking.

CLASS NOTES AND HOMEWORK: Use your student’s school computer login information to log in to: https://ocdsb.desire2learn.com.  This will also allow you to monitor your student’s homework completion in my math class, thereby creating valuable opportunities for dialog at home about your student’s progress in the course and what steps should be taken if difficulties arise.  Due to the cumulative nature of math, it is essential that questions or difficulties be addressed as they come up.

ALL planned absences (E.g., medical appointments, field trips, etc.):  Plan ahead--write all important dates in your agenda. Check with parents for upcoming appointments! The student is required to inform the teacher in writing at the earliest possible date and to arrange in advance for an alternate time to write the test or quiz or to submit the assignment-usually in advance of the announced date. Unexpected absences (e.g., illness) The student will make arrangements to write the missed test/quiz at lunch the day he/she returns in room 224. The student will make arrangements to submit assignments upon the first day back. Justify your absence in writing to the subject teacher. A parental or medical note is required for a missed test due to illness.  *See your teacher before opening exercises or at lunch or after school to make your arrangements.

*Absence for a test, quiz, or deadline must be 1-legitimate 2-made up as above 

A. Avoid zeroes!! Be here every day. Make proper arrangements if you cannot avoid being away. There are no makeup (i.e., replacement) tests or assignments. No tests will be dropped.

B. The onus is on the student to make and to complete arrangements

Math Help  -- Students must make full use of class time to receive help. If additional math help is needed, the student should contact their teacher to arrange a time for additional math help outside of class time. It is recommended that students seek extra help for any topics they find difficult. Math is a subject that builds on previous concepts. Ignoring a problem area will only lead to greater difficulty later in the course and in subsequent courses. 

If the student/parent feels that the student is experiencing significant difficulty, other options to consider include: advice from their guidance counselor, improving time management and organizational skills, changing to the applied course or working with a peer tutor(speak to your guidance counsellor) or outside tutor .
