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Removing Bugs From Your Aircraft 
 
To do this the easy way, mix half a cup of baking soda
with a pint of warm water. Put it in a spray bottle,
shake it up and spray the mixture on your aircraft’s
leading edges, nose bowl, etc. Wait about two minutes
and spray again, then sponge the bugs off. The natural
base of baking soda neutralizes the acid in the bugs,
making them easier to remove. This is a safe
technique and will not damage your paint. Leaving the
bugs on your paint over a long period of time will
eventually harm the paint’s finish. ê

July Aviation Firsts: 
 
Mile-high altitude record - On July 17, 1910, Walter 
Brookins climbed 6,234 feet into the sky over Atlantic 
City, New Jersey in his new Wright Model A biplane, 
for which he was awarded a prize of 5,000 dollars. 
 
Skywriting - On July 19, 1913 - Milton J Bryant begins 
a new form of advertising by skywriting over Seattle, 
Washington. 
 
July 15, 1925 - The Dr. A. Hamilton Rice Expedition, 
the first group of explorers to use an airplane, returns 
to the US. The expedition, which used a Curtiss 
Seagull floatplane, discovered the headwaters of the 
Amazon River. 
 
July 13, 1957 - President Dwight D. Eisenhower 
becomes the first chief executive to fly in a helicopter 
as he takes off from the White House lawn in a Bell 
UH-13J Sioux. 
 
  

Aviation History in Iowa 
 
The fascination with flying in Iowa dates back to the 
balloon era. An unmanned, gas-filled balloon flight 
occurred in Burlington July 4, 1845. The first manned 
balloon - Hercules - was piloted by Professor Silas Brooks 
at Burlington in 1856. Following the Civil War, balloon 
ascensions and races were popular at fairs and city 
celebrations. The National Balloon Museum in Indianola 
houses a collection of ballooning artifacts and memorabilia 
depicting the history of hot-air and gas ballooning, 
ballooning events and personalities.

Traveling First-Class?!! 
 
Charles P. Benson of Earlham was impatient for 
passenger service to begin and conceived a scheme to 
travel by air. After attending a convention at St. Louis 
in July 1920, he visited the airfield where a De 
Havilland biplane was being loaded with mail for 
departure to Chicago. Benson plan was to fly to 
Chicago and then on to Omaha. He purchased airmail 
stamps totaling $54.40, designated himself first-class 
mail, and sat on the sacks of mail. Only last-minute 
intervention by the pilot foiled his clever scheme. 
Disappointed, Benson returned to Iowa by train. ê

Brainteaser Answer (from page 3): 
 
b. Correct! From the "Balloon Flying Handbook":  
"Passengers and pilot should position themselves 
toward the rear of the basket. This accomplishes three 
things. 
 
1. The leading edge of the basket is lifted as the floor 
tilts from the occupant weight shift, so the basket is less 
likely to dig into the ground and make a premature tip-
over. 
 
 2. With the occupants in the rear of the basket and the 
floor tilted, the basket is more likely to slide along the 
ground and lose some speed before tipping. 
 
 3. The passengers are less likely to fall out of the front 
of the basket. 
 
 In a high-wind landing, passengers should stand in the 
front of the basket. The reason for this is so that, when 
the basket makes surface contact and tips over, 
passengers will fall a shorter distance and will not be 
pitched forward. They will be more likely to remain in 
the basket, minimizing the risk of injury." 
 
NOTE: Some well-respected balloon pilots disagree 
with this advice from the FAA, and recommend that 
even in a high-wind landing the passengers should be 
in the rear of the basket.
