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March 10, 1966 - Pleiku Province, Vietnam 
 
It was in March, thirty-six years ago, that Major Bernard 
Fisher became the first Air Force Medal of Honor 
winner during the Vietnam War.

He was flying a Douglas A1-E Skyraider in support of a 
Special Forces camp under attack by more than 2000 
NVA. During the battle, another A1-E flown by Major 
Wayne Myers was hit by ground fire and crash-landed 
on the battle-torn airstrip near the camp. Myers was 
seriously injured and in imminent danger of capture, so 
Major Fisher elected to land and rescue him. While 
other aircraft strafed the area he landed and taxied 
nearly the full length of the runway, which was littered 
with battle debris and parts of an exploded aircraft. He 
loaded the downed pilot into his aircraft and in the face 
of withering ground fire applied power and gained 
enough speed to lift-off at the overrun of the airstrip.

The intense enemy ground fire resulted in nineteen 
bullets striking his Skyraider. He would later give much 
credit to his maintenance crew. Earlier in the day he 
had noted on the Air Force Form 781 (maintenance 
record and flight log) – “This is the cleanest airplane 
I’ve ever flown” He said that on that day “I just beat the 
tar out of it – but if it hadn’t been in such good shape I 
wouldn’t have made it.”  The plane flown by Major 
Fisher on that mission later suffered severe damage in 
combat during 1967 and was returned for preservation 
by the USAF museum. The Douglas A1-E SN 52-

Fire Extinguishers For Your Aircraft 
Fires on board an aircraft are not very common in
general aviation. Should one occur on board an
aircraft, immediate, decisive action on the part of the
pilot is needed. Fire extinguishers provide an easy and
effective method of dealing with most fires.  
 
Halon is by far the best choice for aircraft. Their small
size and weight allow them to be stored easily in your
aircraft. Halon is not very toxic  
 
Unfortunately, Halon is not in production anymore. Due
to its harmful effects on the ozone, it has been banned
from production in most industrialized nations. There is
a stockpile and the FAA and other organizations are
looking for alternatives that don't harm the ozone.
These extinguishers are still available, just at a higher
price than when Halon was still being produced.  
 
The fire extinguisher should be placed in a readily
available location. If possible, it should be placed
where both the pilot and passengers can easily reach
it. Do not put it in a location where you have to
squeeze through or fumble around with other items.
One does not want to waste time trying to find and
release the extinguisher if it is needed in the cockpit. 
 

Fire extinguishers are a must in any aircraft. They may
be the quickest and only way of saving you, your
passengers, and your plane in case of fire.  Prevention
is the first step to fire hazard elimination, but accidents
do happen. Fire extinguishers are key to helping you
get out of a "hot" situation. ê 
 
 
Sport Pilot Update 
A conference at EAA headquarters Feb 26th drew more
than 125 representatives of the light sport aircraft
industry. The conference was designed to help
manufacturers achieve an understanding of the
requirements to certificate and sell aircraft under the
provisions of the NPRM. 
 
EAA headquarters is advising all members wishing to
comment on the NPRM for the Sport Pilot to do so via
electronic means. All mail to the FAA is delayed by as
much as four weeks, since it is sent to Ohio for
irradiation against anthrax and then returned to the
agency for distribution.

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Aviation Days Gone By 
 
March Aviation Firsts: 
 
First Commercial flight school - March 19, 1910 
Orville Wright opened the first Wright Flying School at 
Montgomery AL. (Site later become Maxwell AFB.) 
 
First Airplane to receive an ATC - March 1927 
A Buhl-Verville J-4 Airster proudly wore Approved Type 
Certificate #1. 
 
First Non-stop global flight - Mar 2, 1949 
Boeing B-50A Lucky Lady II of the 43rd Bomb Group 
(Capt James Gallagher, Lt Arthur Neal) flew 23,452 
miles with four aerial refuelings, departing Carswell 
AFB TX, and returning there 94 hours and one minute 
later. For this the fourteen-man crew became the first 
USAF recipients of the Mackay Trophy. 
 
 

Aviation History in Iowa 
Glider flight had been proven practical by German and 
American engineers. In 1898, Carl Sterling Bates, a 14-
year-old from Clear Lake, built and flew the first man-
carrying glider in Iowa.

The Woodchopper’s Ball 
The P-47 was a rugged airplane, without a doubt. During the 
Battle of the Bulge in 1944, German Field Marshal von 
Rundstedt had hidden a munitions dump in the woods of the 
Ardennes. P-47s were called upon to destroy it, but they 
couldn't find it because of the thick trees. What did the 
frustrated pilots do then? They flew through the tops of the 
trees! Pratt & Whitney's representative in Europe, Martin 
Graham, was there not long afterwards. "You could see by 
the shattered trees and the torn branches where the P-47s had 
gone through. You'd have to see it to believe it. Those crazy 
kids couldn't see what was hidden from above, so they went 
right into the forest to find out. They cut a path right through 
the top of the woods. They said every plane that went in and 
chewed out the tunnel came out — flying, too."

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Colonel Francis “Gabby” Gabreski  
 
We recently lost another World War II flying legend.
America’s greatest living Ace, Francis “Gabby”
Gabreski, passed away in January. He scored 28 air
victories flying the P-47 Thunderbolt during WW II. In
July of 1944, after surpassing Eddie Rickenbacker’s
WW I record, he was to go home on leave. As luck
would have it, he got permission to “fly just one more”,
and the mission ended in a crash landing. Gabreski
spent the rest of the war as a POW. 
 
He flew F-86 Sabre jets during the Korean War and
was credited with 6.5 kills, making him one of the few
Aces of two different wars.  
 
Gabby attended a few Air Venture’s in recent years and
was featured at an Ace’s reunion at the Theater in the
Woods. Those of us who had a chance to see him at
Oshkosh always enjoyed the stories he had to share. ê
