It was first a melting pot but it’s different today: people remain different and independent inside one big country with lots of minorities.

1.Population:

The first people probably arrived in Alaska from Asia, they became the North American Indians, the Aztecs, Mayas and Incas. They were the first to travel the American land. Later came the Inuit.

But the most important migration took place in the sixteenth century when the Europeans came to America. They quickly brought slaves from Africa …

Today, there are 3 countries: Canada, Mexico and the USA.

We can find there lots of different cultures, languages and origins.

2.Origin:

The French, Spanish and British started to live in North America in the 16th century.

In 1607, English farmers began the colony of Jamestown. They fought with the Indians for earth and were helped by Pocahontas, the daughter of an Indian chief. These farmers began to grow tobacco in Virginia thanks to African slaves.

In 1620, the Pilgrims Fathers arrived in Plymouth in a ship called the Mayflower ! They had strong ideas about religion and didn't approve the Church of England. They became farmers, businessmen and were against slavery. As the Indians helped them, they made in fall 1621 a big dinner to thank them, called Thanksgiving. 

Thanksgiving Meal: corn, fish, berry, turkey, pumpkin, lobster, squash (aubergine) and deer (cerf).

The name “America” comes from Americo Vespucci in 1499.

The Native Americans are called “Indians” because Columbus thought he had reached India.

3.War of Independence:

By 1773, the British colonies of North America paid too many taxes to Britain so they drop boxes of tea into the sea: “Boston Tea Party”. It was the beginning of the war in 1775 between the American colonies (under G. Washington) and the British soldiers. 

The 4/07/1776, Jefferson wrote the “Declaration of Independence”.

The Americans finally won in 1781 and elected G. Washington president. The 13 colonies got bigger and bigger, they bought farmland in the mid-west from France, Florida from Spain and Texas from Mexico.

4.Civil War:
In 1861, Civil War begins. It was terrible and they fought to keep the USA united. It began with the conflict about slaves between North (against) and South (for because of cotton). In 1860, Lincoln was elected President but the southern states wanted to be independent because Lincoln was against slavery. They called themselves the “Confederate States of America”. The North won thanks to great leaders in 1865. Lincoln was shot after the end of the War and the new President wasn't enough strong to provide anger between North and South, mostly about Black people rights.

5.Wild West:

During the 19th century, there were not many cowboys in the West, mostly black or Mexican, but lots of people went to live there like farmers. They sent meat to the East but disappeared quickly. Farmers then came and grew corn and crops instead of keeping cows. In 1869 the railway line from East to West was created. 

5'.Indians:
In the 15th century, they were about 2 million but when the Europeans colonised the country, they were killed or died of diseases brought by the Europeans. The "Native Americans" didn't have enough buffalo's (useful to live) because of the Europeans.

The Indian wars ended in 1890 with the “Battle of Wounded Knee”. After this the Indians were forced to live in "reservations".

6.New Americans:
At the beginning of the 19th century, most American families came from Britain, Germany or Scandinavia. But later, millions of people came from Ireland, Italy and Russia, Poland … and other countries of Eastern Europe.

They were often poor and very different, so there were lots of prejudices against them.

After gold was discovery in California in 1848, many people went to live in California. The Chinese immigrants in the West worked in the railway. They had no rights like Blacks or Indians.

The Italians, Irish, … used to work in factories mainly in the big cities. They tried to keep their way of life, like Chinatown or Little Italy.

7.Black Americans:
Today, about 30 million people in the USA are black. They used to live in the South, in the cotton and tobacco fields. White Southerners continued to show prejudice against Black people (KKK …). Black people couldn't vote until 1870. In the 50s, Martin Luther King fought for the Black rights but he died in 1968.

In 1964 M.L. King got the Nobel Price.

Segregation between B & W continue till 1980 but still exists !  
8. US Government:
The US government includes: 

· Congress that makes the laws, with the Senate (100), elected for 6 years, and the House of Representatives (435), elected for 2 years.

· The President is the head of the government that makes laws, he’s also the leader of the country and the head of the army. He’s elected for 4 years and can be elected twice.

· The Supreme Court has 9 judges (chosen by the President) and is the most important court of the US (can go against the President or the Congress).

The 2 important parties are: the Republicans (low tax) and the Democrats (high tax).

Each State keeps its local government … 

9. Living in USA:

Americans who have jobs live comfortably. Husband and wife usually work , they have houses in suburbs with their car. They like TV and sport. Most of them are Christian, they love to shop.

They eat fast food but also food from different countries.

10. Cities, Lakes and rivers:
Boston is one of the oldest cities in the USA. It’s located next to Cambridge, Harvard or MIT (Massachusetts Institute of Technology). 

The Kennedy family came from Boston (that means Ireland).

In 1960, JFK became President but died in 1963 in Dallas.

1871: great fire in Chicago. After that, they built the first tall buildings namely the “Sears Tower”.

Detroit is known for it’s car factories and black popular music.

5 Great Lakes : Erie, Ontario, Huron, Michigan and Superior.

New Orleans is famous for its food, like French and African together, and Mardi Gras. NO is also the home of Jazz (L. Armstrong). 

11. Mountains and deserts:
Rocky Mountains in Wyoming (with Denver), desert of Arizona (Grand Canyon) and the Colorado river, New Mexico is a desert state, Las Vegas in the desert state of Nevada, the black Hills of Dakota (with the faces of the Presidents), Yellowstone Park in Wyoming …

12. California

California is a state of differences, with Death Valley, which is the lowest and driest place of the US and the redwood trees. It grows more fruit and vegetables than any other states and is famous for its wine. It’s also the most crowded state and a centre for commuters and business.

San Francisco is a wonderful city, nearly destroyed by an earthquake and fire in 1906. LA is the second biggest city in the US, with dirty air because of the cars. It’s known for its violence, Disneyland, Hollywood or Beverley Hills.

13. N-S, E-W
Seattle is very popular, with new music and coffee bars, and becomes crowded and expensive.

Atlanta is a big and modern city, famous for the Olympic Games in 1996.

Seattle and Atlanta are very different from typical cities like Savannah or Charleston.

History of the dollar:
In the US colonies, people had to use different currencies because of the shortage of coins. Britain forbade the exportation of coins from UK, even to its own colonies. That’s why Spanish coins were popular at the time. One of the most famous Spanish coins is the “Pillar Dollar” with 2 columns (Pillars of Hercules) and a banner. The name dollar comes from Joachimsthaler (16th) : European silver coins.

Jefferson wrote that the dollar was the most popular currency and he advised the use of a decimal system.

During the war, the Congress decided to make paper money, called “continentals” to finance the war. After the war, they depreciated continentals to 1 cent not to pay them back.

1794: first dollars printed.

1791: first bank of the US.

The bank and the dollar were allowed to lapse under Andrew Jackson. (??)

Between 1800 and 1850, the monetary situation remained unclear. Coins were in short supply, there were no national banking policy and no single currency.

A. Lincoln printed paper money for the Civil War, it was called greenbacks because green was available and resistant to chemical or physical changes.

The value of the greenbacks fluctuated a lot but was finally accepted by the government ( because they had enough gold) and the people (trust in the currency).

In 1863 The National Bank Act, that imposed tax on state banks, ended the “free banking”. 

Gold-backed currency was good because the government only printed what he could but the problem was that they were very restricted without any space to manoeuvre. 

In 1933, Roosevelt stops the gold standard to allow more manoeuvrability and forced the citizens to change gold into dollars.

In Bretton Woods, most of the world’s currencies were pegged to the dollar, in a new economic order.

In 1971, Nixon moved the dollar completely off the gold standard but it has been remaining stable so far.

Text about immigrants from Europe:
In 1820, European immigrants come to the New World to get better jobs because of the poverty, wars and discrimination in Europe. At the beginning, immigrants came mostly from northwestern Europe like Germany, UK, Ireland (because of the failure of the potato crop), …

Many immigrants became farmers in the Midwest because the land was available for farming. German and Scandinavian influence is still existing there.

Later, many people came from southern or Easter Europe to escape poverty and discrimination too. This immigration was very important (~ 9 millions).

They worked mainly in factories, under bad conditions.

Between 1880 and 1925, ~ 2 millions Jews came to the US. They are now about 6 millions. (a lot in NYC).

Text about the Statue of Liberty:
Standing on a small island in NY Harbour, the Statue of Liberty holds the torch of freedom and a tablet (4/07/1776). It’s the symbol of the American democracy. Elevator and stairs bring you to the top of the Statue.

This was a gift from France in 1886 as a mark of Friendship and help during the American Revolution. 

Not far away, Ellis Island was a place where doctors examined immigrants. Some of them were refused because they were family of “feeble-minded” persons or suspected to have tuberculosis.

Ethnic neighbourhoods were developed because they couldn’t speak English and they were looking for people like them.

In 1924, they closed the buildings of Ellis Island. 

Inscription on the base of the Statue : ~ Donnez moi vos fatigués, vos pauvres, vos masses agglutinées qui aspirent à respirer la liberté, le malheureux refus de vos côtes stériles. Envoyez moi les sans abris secoués par la tempête. Je lève ma lampe à côté de la porte dorée.
Text on the official languages:
English isn’t the official language of the US, more than 15 states have laws designated English as their official language. U.S. English is a group whose goal is to pass a constitutional amendment designating English as the official language of USA. That would include the elimination of multilingual ballots, the restriction of bilingual education and a requirement of an English level to be a citizen.

On the one hand, people say it’s necessary to keep the states united but on the other hand, people think it would increase prejudice towards non-English speaking groups.

Text on the Melting Pot:
USA is more a “Pot of stew”, that means that there are lots of different ethnic groups but they keep their own characteristics. Many say they should keep their own culture and traditions but should learn English to get used to the US life. A large number of European immigrants decided also to live together in groups. 

Many Black Americans begin to trace their roots back to Africa …

The Oriental Americans succeed in living better and better in the US.

At the beginning, they were used to build the railroads. After that, they were killed because they were different and the Asian immigration was forbidden. Progressively, Asians were allowed to enter USA. 

Hispanics are Mexican-Americans, Puerto Ricans or Cuban-Americans. They are the largest minority group of the US and grow very fast.

The Black History

1. Slavery

Lots of Americans choose to ignore this dark page of the US history. Black people were brought to the New World to work as slaves in horrible conditions. 

1619: 20 slaves, brought by Dutch people in Jamestown, were sold for food.

Other groups were slaves, USA wasn’t the first country to use slaves.

Europeans first used the Indians to work but they rapidly needed slaves to work in the “trading posts”. The slaves were called Black Gold, most people died during the ‘transport’. When they arrived, they were sold in auctions to separate the groups and the families to avoid revolution.

Triangle:

Europeans bought textile, weapons, alcohol, … to sell it against slaves in Africa. Slaves were brought to the New World where they produced things that Europeans sold in Europe.

In 1793, Ely Whitney invented the cotton gin, so the production went faster and they needed more slaves to work.

Almost from the start, revolts began (like in 1663 and 1712). Slaves tried to escape to free states.

In 1850, they did the “Fugitive Slave Act” to punish people that help slaves to escape.

In 1839, important revolt in a ship called “Amistad”.

In 1849, Harriet Tubmann escaped and became the leader of the Black Slaves. She set up a network with safe addresses to help slaves, it was called the “Underground Railroad”.

In 1859, John Brown raided a federal arsenal for slavery insurrection but he failed and was hanged. It’s also the period of the last slave ship in Alabama.

2. Civil War
In 1790, ~ 60.000 black were free and in 1860, about ½ million.

In 1777, Vermont abolished slavery.

Northern states were more urbanised, industrialised with universities and newspapers. They produced finished-goods and were more influenced by the French revolution.

Southern states were more conservatives, they needed slaves for the agriculture. They export goods to Europe.

In 1861, the Civil War broke out. South Carolina and 11 southern states became the “Confederates Unionists”.

The North won the war in 1865 and 3 amendments were voted:

-   13th 

abolishing of slavery

-   14th

citizenship

-   15th

voting rights

3. Reconstruction
· Jim Crow laws
He created a segregated system in the South, which went against the 3 amendments voted. Blacks had to pay taxes to vote, they had a literacy test but they couldn’t read and finally their grand father had to be free …

· KKK
This movement was created in 1866 in Tennessee, they were 4 million in 1925. The name KKK comes from “xyxlos” in Greek (= circle). They were against Blacks, Jews and Catholics. They intimidated, flogged and killed people.

· Plessy VS Ferguson
This trial in 1896 is the official legitimisation of segregation in school. Black kids wanted to enrol White School but they had to be separated.

· Lynching
That comes from the General Lynch in the Civil War: anybody could accuse Blacks and they were hanged in public areas, like a kind of game.

4. Civil Rights Movement
2 important figures : Malcolm X and M.L.King

In 1954, a trial between Brown and Topeka ended segregation in schools.

In 1955,
M.L.King used the “sit-ins”


Montgomery Bus Boycott, when Blacks refused to take the bus so the company went bankrupt.

     In 1957, 9 black students came in school with the army because the senator


refused them to got to white school. (Little Rock-Arkansas).

In 1963, March on Wash.

In 1965, Civil Rights Act.

In 1968, M.L.King died.

Affirmative Act:

The government policy tried to help the underrepresented population. These measures were “positive discrimination” in education, business, …

The minority groups were always chosen rather than White, who finally demonstrated against that measure.

It has been abolished in California but the debate is still open anywhere else.

Watergate.
Members of the Republican party were bugging the democratic party. President Nixon was forced to resign and stop relations with China and the first Strategic Arms Limitation Treaty with the Soviet Union.

The Americans reacted by voting honest but unimaginative politicians. The Congress refused to collaborate with Ford and Carter so little was done to avoid inflation and unemployment.

Vietnam.
1954 Vietnam is divided into South Vietnam and the Communist Republic of North Vietnam.

1955 SV refused to hold the elections fearing “Ho Chi Minh” would win

1962 Kennedy send military equipment to help SV

1967 464.000 soldiers in Vietnam and massive raids

1968 Têt battle (New Year’s day)

1973 Withdrawal of American troops after massive demonstrations (US)

1975 Fall of Saigon, Vietnam has been united under Communist control

It was a guerrilla war, 58.000 US soldiers and 3 million Vietnamese’s were killed.

1. frontier

There was an imaginary frontier between the civilisation and “non civilisation”, which was virgin territories even if Indian tribes used to live there.

The frontier spirit: Pioneers left white settlements with guns to cross the frontier, they needed courage and were individualists. 

2. Gold

1848
Gold was discovered in California and people massively immigrated there.

People came not only for gold but also to be farmers, like President Andrew Jackson (1828-1832) who came from a poor background. He understood the needs of poor people.

1862
Homestead Act: free farms and free land in the West for poor people.

3. Railroad

They started 2 railroads, central and union pacific, (East and West) and joined at Utah, promontory point.

It was a rapid connection and brought new settlements, villages, towns…

Native Americans

At the beginning of the US history, American people took measures and laws in order to keep peace between Americans and Indians. This remained unfortunately theoretical and there was more and more pressure to take their free lands and to exterminate them.

Native Americans were exterminated and deported. There were forced to live and settle in West Mississippi.

American hunters killed buffalo’s, used by Indians to live.

Indian Americans died also because of diseases brought by Europeans, like measles (rougeole), whopping cough, smallpox (variole).

They were 300 to 400 different tribes, they are different and have different languages.

The biggest Indian tribe is the ‘Navajo’ (~100.000 persons).

The Pueblos became farmers and settle in the SW. The Apache never became farmers, they were hunters and attacked the farmer community. The Iroquois were skilled farmers and warriors, they live in wooden huts. The Sioux were linked to the buffalo’s, they live in tipi.

1815 Americans pushed Indians behind Mississippi in reservations.

Trail of fears: ¼ of Cherokee tribe died during the ‘travel’.

Today, there is a debate on the number of Indian American before white people arrived.

Friends of the Indians :

This association destroyed the social structure of the Indian tribes; they put children in schools and gave them American education.

In 1887, they also made the ‘Dawes Act’, which split the territories and imposed individual ownership. The problem was the Indians were independent and nomadic so lands remained free and the Amercian government took them.

( 1889: rush into Indian territories.

The issue of the alcohol inside the Indian tribes is also very important, alcohol is the first cause of death and we wonder whether it’s genetic or cultural ?

Indian Movement

They want to safe the Indian rights

In 1975, the Congress made the ‘Self determination Act’ which gave Indians the control of 75% of the budget they receive from the BIA. So they could open business, gambling facilities (casino) or skiing exploitation, … but this happened only for a minority.
