Clappingin the Bible:

Some argue that clapping should always be a part of worship. What does the Bible say? There are
eight verses in the Bible which specifically mention clapping. Only one of these has to do with
worship: Psa47:1 KJV - Tothechief Musician, A Psalm for the sons of Korah. O clap your hands,
all ye people; shout unto God with the voice of triumph.

Two versesrefer to nature clapping: Psa98:8 KJV - Let thefloods clap their hands: let the hillsbe
joyful together and Isa 55:12 KJV - For ye shall go out with joy, and be led forth with peace: the
mountains and the hills shall break forth before you into singing, and al the trees of the field shall
clap their hands.

Onerefersto clapping at acoronation: 2 Ki 11:12 KJV - And he brought forth the king's son, and
put the crown upon him, and gave him the testimony; and they made him king, and anointed him;
and they clapped their hands, and said, God save the king.

And the other four view clapping as negative:

Job 27:23 KJV - Men shall clap their hands at him, and shall hiss him out of his place.

Lam 2:15 KJV - All that pass by clap their hands at thee; they hiss and wag their head at the
daughter of Jerusalem, saying, Isthisthe city that men call The perfection of beauty, Thejoy of the
whole earth?

Ezek 25:6 KJV - For thus saith the Lord GOD; Because thou hast clapped thine hands, and stamped
with the feet, and rejoiced in heart with all thy despite against the land of Isradl;...

Nahum 3:19 KJV - Thereisno healing of thy bruise; thy wound is grievous: al that hear the bruit
of thee shall clap the hands over thee: for upon whom hath not thy wickedness passed continually?

Congregational wor ship:

The Psalmist tells us that music is appropriate for congregational worship and that we need not
fear new songs of praise: Psa 149:1 KJV - Praise ye the LORD. Sing unto the LORD a new song,
and his praise in the congregation of saints. (Just because of the fact that we sing doesn’t make
our singing worship - 1sa 23:15 talks about an harlot singing for customers.)
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Dancing in the Bible:
Solomon says that there isatime for dancing: Eccl 3:4 KJV - A time to weep, and atime to
laugh; atime to mourn, and atime to dance. And this was considered to be a part of ancient
worship: Psa149:3 KJV - Let them praise his name in the dance: let them sing praises unto him
with the timbrel and harp. (Psa 150:4 KJV) Praise him with the timbrel and dance: praise him
with stringed instruments and organs. However, as we see from the following incident with
David, ‘dancing before the Lord" did not aways have a positive outcome - 2 Sam 6:14 KJV -
And David danced before the LORD with al his might; and David was girded with alinen
ephod: (2 Sam 6:16 KJV - And asthe ark of the LORD came into the city of David, Michal
Saul's daughter looked through a window, and saw king David leaping and dancing before the
LORD; and she despised him in her heart. / 1 Chr 15:29 KJV- And it came to pass, as the ark of
the covenant of the LORD came to the city of David, that Michal the daughter of Saul looking
out at awindow saw king David dancing and playing: and she despised him in her heart.)
The very first reference to dancing in the Bibleisin the context of worship in an open rebellion
against God: Exo 32:19 KJV - And it came to pass, as soon as he came nigh unto the camp, that
he saw the calf, and the dancing: and Moses anger waxed hot, and he cast the tables out of his
hands, and brake them beneath the mount.
Other references to dancing are:
(Judg 21:21 KJV) And see, and, behold, if the daughters of Shiloh come out to dance in dances,
then come ye out of the vineyards, and catch you every man his wife of the daughters of Shiloh,
and go to the land of Benjamin.
(Judg 21:23 KJV) And the children of Benjamin did so, and took them wives, according to their
number, of them that danced, whom they caught: and they went and returned unto their inherit-
ance, and repaired the cities, and dwelt in them.
(1 Sam 18:6 KJV) And it cameto pass as they came, when David was returned from the slaugh-
ter of the Philistine, that the women came out of all cities of Israel, singing and dancing, to meet
king Saul, with tabrets, with joy, and with instruments of music.
(1 Sam 30:16 KJV) And when he had brought him down, behold, they were spread abroad upon
all the earth, eating and drinking, and dancing, because of al the great spoil that they had taken
out of the land of the Philistines, and out of the land of Judah.
(Job 21:11 KJV) They send forth their little ones like a flock, and their children dance.
(Psa30:11 KJV) Thou hast turned for me my mourning into dancing: thou hast put off my
sackcloth, and girded me with gladness,
(Isa13:21 KJV) But wild beasts of the desert shall lie there; and their houses shall be full of
doleful creatures; and owls shall dwell there, and satyrs shall dance there.
(Jer 31:13 KJV) Then shall the virgin rejoice in the dance, both young men and old together: for
I will turn their mourning into joy, and will comfort them, and make them rejoice from their
SOIrow.
(Lam 5:15 KJV) Thejoy of our heart is ceased; our dance is turned into mourning.
(Mat 11:17 KJV) And saying, We have piped unto you, and ye have not danced; we have
mourned unto you, and ye have not lamented.
(Mat 14:6 KJV) But when Herod's birthday was kept, the daughter of Herodias danced before
them, and pleased Herod.
(Mark 6:22 KJV) And when the daughter of the said Herodias came in, and danced, and pleased
Herod and them that sat with him, the king said unto the damsel, Ask of me whatsoever thou
wilt, and | will giveit thee.
(Luke 7:32 KJV) They are like unto children sitting in the marketplace, and calling one to
another, and saying, We have piped unto you, and ye have not danced; we have mourned to you,
and ye have not wept.
(Luke 15:25 KJV) Now his elder son was in the field: and as he came and drew nigh to the
house, he heard music and dancing.
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What Type of Musicis Appropriate For Wor ship?
Maybe thisis best answered by analysing one of the items of music in the Bible, written
especialy for Sabbath worship, Psalm 92.

1 A Psalm or Song for the Sabbath day. It isagood thing to give thanks unto the LORD, and to sing

praises unto thy name, O most High:

To show forth thy loving-kindnessin the morning, and thy faithfulness every night,

Upon an instrument of ten strings, and upon the psaltery; upon the harp with a solemn sound.

For thou, LORD, hast made me glad through thy work: | will triumph in the works of thy hands.

O LORD, how great are thy works! and thy thoughts are very deep.

A brutish man knoweth not; neither doth afool understand this.

When the wicked spring asthe grass, and when all theworkersof iniquity do flourish; it isthat they

shall be destroyed for ever:

But thou, LORD, art most high for evermore.

For, lo, thineenemies, O LORD, for, |o, thine enemies shall perish; all theworkersof iniquity shall

be scattered.

10 But my horn shalt thou exalt like the horn of an unicorn: | shall be anointed with fresh oil.

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Verses 1 tell usthe Object of our worship: The Lord, the most high God.

Verses 1 & 3 tell us how to worship: with thanksgiving and with music, what to sing (praises), to
include musical instrumentsif available*, and for the music to be solemn (Hebrew Higgaion,
meditation, solemn sound, not boisterous)

Verses 2 & 4 tell us why worship: To acknowledge God'’s loving kindness, faithfulness and the
works He has done. (Verse 5 describes these works)

Verse 6 war ns against foolishness (Hebrew keciyl —foolish, stupid, silly, not taken seriously) &
brutish (Hebrew Ba’ ar —fiery, greedy, wasteful) behaviour.

Verses 7 & 8 contrast the transitory life of wicked man with the eternity of God

Verse 9 highlight the fate of the wicked to contrast verses 10-14, which highlight the blessings
of acknowledging God.

The Psalm concludes with another reason for worship, i.e.: To show that the LORD is upright:
heis (our) rock, and there is no unrighteousness in him

So how do we summarise:

Music in worship should be joyful yet solemn, remembering that we are in the presence of the

Most High God.

Music in worship should spring from gratitude within our hearts (thankfulness) and an

acknowledgement of who God is and what He has done.

Music in worship should be taken seriously

Music in worship should not be conducted foolishly, flippantly and without regard to the Object

of our worship.

Music in worship isfor the benefit of:

1 God — He isthe Object of our worship and deserves our thankfulness and praise (Verse 1,
2,5,&8)

2. The worshipper: (Verses 10-14) and

3. Observers and other worshippers. the music should lead others to see the righteousness
and surety of God (Verse 15)

(1 Chr 15:16 KJV) And David spake to the chief of the Levitesto appoint their brethren to be the singers
with instruments of music, psalteries and harps and cymbals, sounding, by lifting up the voice with joy.

(1 Chr 15:19 KJV) So the singers, Heman, Asaph, and Ethan, were appointed to sound with cymbal's of brass;

(1 Chr 15:27 KJV) And David was clothed with arobe of finelinen, and all the Levitesthat bare the ark, and
the singers, and Chenaniah the master of the song with the singers: David also had upon him an ephod of linen.

(2 Chr 16:9 KJV) Sing unto him, sing psalms unto him, talk ye of all hiswondrous works.

(1 Chr 16:23 KJV) Sing unto the LORD, all the earth; show forth from day to day his salvation.

(1 Chr 16:33 KJV) Then shall the trees of the wood sing out at the presence of the LORD, because he
cometh to judge the earth.

(1 Chr 16:42 KJV) And with them Heman and Jeduthun with trumpets and cymbals for those that should
make a sound, and with musical instruments of God. And the sons of Jeduthun were porters.

(2 Chr 5:12 KJV) Also the Leviteswhich were the singers, all of them of Asaph, of Heman, of Jeduthun, with
their sons and their brethren, being arrayed in white linen, having cymbals and psalteries and harps, stood at the east
end of the altar, and with them an hundred and twenty priests sounding with trumpets:)

(2 Chr 5:13 KJV) It came even to pass, as the trumpeters and singers were as one, to make one sound to be
heard in praising and thanking the LORD; and when they lifted up their voice with the trumpets and cymbals and
instruments of music, and praised the LORD, saying, For heis good; for his mercy endureth for ever: that then the
house wasfilled with a cloud, even the house of the LORD;

(2 Chr 7:6 KJV) And the priests waited on their offices: the Levites also with instruments of music of the
LORD, which David the king had made to praise the LORD, because his mercy endureth for ever, when David
praised by their ministry; and the priests sounded trumpets before them, and all 1srael stood.

(2 Chr 9:11 KJV) And the king made of the algum trees terraces to the house of the LORD, and to the king's
pa ace, and harps and psalteries for singers. and there were none such seen beforein the land of Judah.

(2 Chr 20:21 KJV) And when he had consulted with the people, he appointed singers unto the LORD, and
that should praise the beauty of holiness, asthey went out before the army, and to say, Praise the LORD; for his
mercy endureth for ever.

(2 Chr 20:22 KJV) And when they began to sing and to praise, the LORD set ambushments against the
children of Ammon, Moab, and mount Seir, which were come against Judah; and they were smitten.

(2 Chr 23:13 KJV) And shelooked, and, behold, the king stood at his pillar at the entering in, and the princes
and the trumpets by the king: and all the people of the land rejoiced, and sounded with trumpets, also the singers with
instruments of music, and such as taught to sing praise. Then Athaliah rent her clothes, and said, Treason, Treason.

(2 Chr 23:18 KJV) Also Jehoiada appointed the offices of the house of the LORD by the hand of the priests
the Levites, whom David had distributed in the house of the LORD, to offer the burnt offerings of the LORD, asitis
written in the law of Moses, with rejoicing and with singing, as it was ordained by David.

(2 Chr 29:28 KJv) And al the congregation worshipped, and the singers sang, and the trumpeters sounded:
and all this continued until the burnt offering was finished.

(2 Chr 29:30 KJV) Moreover Hezekiah the king and the princes commanded the L evites to sing praise unto
the LORD with the words of David, and of Asaph the seer. And they sang praises with gladness, and they bowed
their heads and worshipped.

(2 Chr 30:21 KJV) And the children of Israel that were present at Jerusalem kept the feast of unleavened
bread seven dayswith great gladness: and the Levites and the priests praised the LORD day by day, singing with loud
instruments unto the LORD.

(2Chr 34:12 KJV) And the men did the work faithfully: and the overseers of them were Jahath and Obadiah,
the Levites, of the sons of Merari; and Zechariah and Meshullam, of the sons of the Kohathites, to set it forward; and
other of the Levites, al that could skill of instruments of music.

(2 Chr 35:15 KJV) And the singers the sons of Asaph werein their place, according to the commandment of
David, and Asaph, and Heman, and Jeduthun the king's seer; and the porters waited at every gate; they might not
depart from their service; for their brethren the L evites prepared for them.

(2 Chr 35:25 KJV) And Jeremiah lamented for Josiah: and all the singing men and the singing women spake
of Josiah in their lamentations to this day, and made them an ordinancein Israel: and, behold, they are written in the
lamentations.

(Ezra2:41 KJV) Thesingers: the children of Asaph, an hundred twenty and eight.

(Ezra2:65 KJV) Besidetheir servants and their maids, of whom there were seven thousand three hundred
thirty and seven: and there were among them two hundred singing men and singing women.

(Ezra2:70 KJV) So the priests, and the Levites, and some of the people, and the singers, and the porters, and
the Nethinims, dwelt intheir cities, and al Israel intheir cities.

(Ezra3:11 KJV) And they sang together by course in praising and giving thanks unto the LORD; because he
isgood, for his mercy endureth for ever toward Israel. And al the people shouted with a great shout, when they
praised the LORD, because the foundation of the house of the LORD waslaid.

(Ezra7:7 KJV) And there went up some of the children of Israel, and of the priests, and the Levites, and the
singers, and the porters, and the Nethinims, unto Jerusalem, in the seventh year of Artaxerxesthe king.

(Ezra7:24 KJV) Also we certify you, that touching any of the priests and L evites, singers, porters,
Nethinims, or ministers of this house of God, it shall not be lawful to imposetoll, tribute, or custom, upon them.

(Ezra10:24 KJV) Of the singers also; Eliashib: and of the porters; Shallum, and Telem, and Uri.

(Neh 7:1 KJV) Now it cameto pass, when the wall was built, and | had set up the doors, and the porters and
the singers and the L evites were appointed,

(Neh 7:44 KJV) Thesingers: the children of Asaph, an hundred forty and eight.

(Neh 7:67 KJV) Beside their manservants and their maidservants, of whom there were seven thousand three
hundred thirty and seven: and they had two hundred forty and five singing men and singing women.

(Neh 7:73 KJV) Sothe priests, and the Levites, and the porters, and the singers, and some of the people, and
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the Nethinims, and all Israel, dwelt in their cities; and when the seventh month came, the children of | srael werein
their cities.

(Neh 10:28 KJV) And therest of the people, the priests, the Levites, the porters, the singers, the Nethinims,
and all they that had separated themselves from the people of the lands unto the law of God, their wives, their sons,
and their daughters, every one having knowledge, and having understanding;

(Neh 10:39 KJV) For the children of Israel and the children of Levi shall bring the offering of the corn, of the
new wine, and the cil, unto the chambers, where are the vessel s of the sanctuary, and the priests that minister, and the
porters, and the singers: and we will not forsake the house of our God.

(Neh 11:22 KJV) The overseer also of the Levites at Jerusalem was Uzzi the son of Bani, the son of
Hashabiah, the son of Mattaniah, the son of Micha. Of the sons of Asaph, the singers were over the business of the
house of God.

(Neh 11:23 KJV) For it was the king's commandment concerning them, that a certain portion should be for
the singers, duefor every day.

(Neh 12:27 KJV) And at the dedication of thewall of Jerusalem they sought the Levites out of all their
places, to bring them to Jerusalem, to keep the dedication with gladness, both with thanksgivings, and with singing,
with cymbals, psalteries, and with harps.

(Neh 12:28 KJV) And the sons of the singers gathered themselves together, both out of the plain country
round about Jerusalem, and from the villages of Netophathi;

(Neh 12:29 KJV) Also from the house of Gilgal, and out of the fields of Gebaand Azmaveth: for the singers
had builded them villages round about Jerusalem.

(Neh 12:36 KJV) And hisbrethren, Shemaiah, and Azarael, Mildai, Gilalai, Maai, Nethaneel, and Judah,
Hanani, with the musical instruments of David the man of God, and Ezra the scribe before them.

(Neh 12:42 KJV) And Maaseiah, and Shemaiah, and Eleazar, and Uzzi, and Jehohanan, and Malchijah, and
Elam, and Ezer. And the singers sang loud, with Jezrahiah their overseer.

(Neh 12:45 KJV) And both the singers and the porters kept the ward of their God, and the ward of the
purification, according to the commandment of David, and of Solomon his son.
