Course Outline:
The full year Math A2 curriculum will complete an extended two-year Math A course. Upon
completion of this course, the student will be prepared to take the Mathematics A Examination in
June. Topics covered include algebra, geometry, right triangle trigonometry, statistics, and
probability with an emphasis on problem solving with real-life applications. Students will be
encouraged to use a graphing calculator.

Materials:
. EVERY DAY you will need: a pen or pencil, a math BINDER, and a folder for handouts and tests.
« A graphing calculator is HIGHLY recommended. | recommend the T1 83+ or Tl 84+
. If you need any other materials during the year, I will let you know in advance.

Quiz/Test/Grading Policy:

. If you are absent on the day of a test or quiz, you must schedule an appointment within two days to
take the make-up during your free time, NOT during regular class time. Failure to do so will result
in taking the exam during class on the third day.
