GOSPELS OF THE PENTICOSTARION

Sunday of Thomas (7th Tone – John 20:19-31)

Then the same day at evening, being the first day of the week, when the doors were shut where the disciples were assembled for fear of the Jews, came Jesus and stood in the midst, and said unto them, Peace be unto you. And when he had so said, he showed unto them his hands and his side. Then were the disciples glad, when they saw the LORD. Then said Jesus to them again, Peace be unto you: as my Father hath sent me, even so send I you. And when he had said this, he breathed on them, and said unto them, Receive ye the Holy Spirit. Whosoever sins ye remit, they are remitted unto them; and whosoever sins ye retain, they are retained. But Thomas, one of the twelve, called Didymus, was not with them when Jesus came. The other disciples therefore said unto him, We have seen the LORD. But he said unto them, Except I shall see in his hands the print of the nails, and put my finger into the print of the nails, and thrust my hand into his side, I will not believe. And after eight days again his disciples were within, and Thomas with them: then came Jesus, the doors being shut, and stood in the midst, and said, Peace be unto you. Then said he to Thomas, Reach hither thy finger, and behold my hands; and reach hither thy hand, and thrust it into my side: and be not faithless, but believing. And Thomas answered and said unto him, My LORD and my God. Jesus said unto him, Thomas, because thou hast seen me, thou hast believed: blessed are they that have not seen, and yet have believed. And many other signs truly did Jesus in the presence of his disciples, which are not written in this book: But these are written, that ye might believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing ye might have life through his name. 

Sunday of the Myrrh-bearing Women (2nd Tone – Mark 15:43-16:8) 
At that time, Joseph of Arimathea, an honourable counsellor, which also waited for the kingdom of God, came, and went in boldly unto Pilate, and craved the body of Jesus. And Pilate marvelled if he were already dead: and calling unto him the centurion, he asked him whether he had been any while dead. 15:45And when he knew it of the centurion, he gave the body to Joseph. 15:46And he bought fine linen, and took him down, and wrapped him in the linen, and laid him in a sepulchre which was hewn out of a rock, and rolled a stone unto the door of the sepulchre. 15:47And Mary Magdalene and Mary the mother of Josses beheld where he was laid. 16:1And when the Sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, and Mary the mother of James, and Salome, had bought sweet spices, that they might come and anoint him. 16:2And very early in the morning the first day of the week, they came unto the sepulchre at the rising of the sun. 16:3And they said among themselves, Who shall roll us away the stone from the door of the sepulchre? 16:4And when they looked, they saw that the stone was rolled away: for it was very great. 16:5And entering into the sepulchre, they saw a young man sitting on the right side, clothed in a long white garment; and they were affrighted. 16:6And he said unto them, Be not affrighted: Ye seek Jesus of Nazareth, which was crucified: he is risen; he is not here: behold the place where they laid him. 16:7But go your way, tell his disciples and Peter that He goes before you into Galilee: there shall ye see him, as he said unto you. 16:8And they went out quickly, and fled from the sepulchre; for they trembled and were amazed: neither said they any thing to any man; for they were afraid. 

Sunday of the Paralytic (3rd Tone – John 5:1-15)
5:1At that time, there was a feast of the Jews; and Jesus went up to Jerusalem. 5:2Now there is at Jerusalem by the sheep market a pool, which is called in the Hebrew tongue Bethesda, having five porches. 5:3In these lay a great multitude of impotent folk, of blind, halt, withered, waiting for the moving of the water. 5:4For an angel went down at a certain season into the pool, and troubled the water: whosoever then first after the troubling of the water stepped in was made whole of whatsoever disease he had. 5:5And a certain man was there, which had an infirmity thirty and eight years. 5:6When Jesus saw him lie, and knew that he had been now a long time in that case, he said unto him, Wilt thou be made whole? 5:7The impotent man answered him, Sir, I have no man, when the water is troubled, to put me into the pool: but while I am coming, another stepped down before me. 5:8Jesus said unto him, Rise, take up thy bed, and walk. 5:9And immediately the man was made whole, and took up his bed, and walked: and on the same day was the Sabbath. 5:10The Jews therefore said unto him that was cured, It is the Sabbath day: it is not lawful for thee to carry thy bed. 5:11He answered them, He that made me whole, the same said unto me, Take up thy bed, and walk. 5:12Then asked they him, What man is that which said unto thee, Take up thy bed, and walk? 5:13And he that was healed wist not who it was: for Jesus had conveyed himself away, a multitude being in that place. 5:14Afterward Jesus found him in the temple, and said unto him, Behold, thou art made whole: sin no more, lest a worse thing come unto thee. 5:15The man departed, and told the Jews that it was Jesus, which had made him whole. 

Sunday of the Samaritan Woman (4th Tone – John 4:5-42)

4:5At that time, Jesus came to a city of Samaria, which is called Sychar, near to the parcel of ground that Jacob gave to his son Joseph. 4:6Now Jacob’s well was there. Jesus therefore, being wearied with his journey, sat thus on the well: and it was about the sixth hour. 4:7There came a woman of Samaria to draw water: Jesus said unto her, Give me to drink. 4:8(For his disciples were gone away unto the city to buy meat.) 4:9Then said the woman of Samaria unto him, How is it that thou, being a Jew, asks drink of me, which am a woman of Samaria? for the Jews have no dealings with the Samaritans. 4:10Jesus answered and said unto her, If thou knows the gift of God, and who it is that said to thee, Give me to drink; thou would have asked of him, and he would have given thee living water. 4:11The woman said unto him, Sir, thou hast nothing to draw with, and the well is deep: from whence then hast thou that living water? 4:12Art thou greater than our father Jacob, which gave us the well, and drank thereof himself, and his children, and his cattle? 4:13Jesus answered and said unto her, Whosoever drinks of this water shall thirst again: 4:14But whosoever drinks of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life. 4:15The woman said unto him, Sir, give me this water, that I thirst not, neither come hither to draw. 4:16Jesus said unto her, Go, call thy husband, and come hither. 4:17The woman answered and said, I have no husband. Jesus said unto her, Thou hast well said, I have no husband: 4:18For thou hast had five husbands; and he whom thou now hast is not thy husband: in that said thou truly. 4:19The woman said unto him, Sir, I perceive that thou art a prophet. 4:20Our fathers worshipped in this mountain; and ye say, that in Jerusalem is the place where men ought to worship. 4:21Jesus said unto her, Woman, believe me, the hour came, when ye shall neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father. 4:22Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we worship: for salvation is of the Jews. 4:23But the hour came, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeks such to worship him. 4:24God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. 4:25The woman said unto him, I know that Messiah came, which is called Christ: when he is come, he will tell us all things. 4:26Jesus said unto her, I that speak unto thee am he. 4:27And upon this came his disciples, and marvelled that he talked with the woman: yet no man said, What do you seek? or, Why do You talk with her?4:28The woman then left her waterpot, and went her way into the city, and said to the men, 4:29Come, see a man, which told me all things that ever I did: is not this the Christ? 4:30Then they went out of the city, and came unto him. 4:31In the mean while his disciples prayed him, saying, Master, eat. 4:32But he said unto them, I have meat to eat that ye know not of. 4:33Therefore said the disciples one to another, Hath any man brought him ought to eat? 4:34Jesus said unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to finish his work. 4:35Say not ye, There are yet four months, and then came harvest? behold, I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on the fields; for they are white already to harvest. 4:36And he that reaps receives wages, and gathers fruit unto life eternal: that both he that sowes and he that reaps may rejoice together. 4:37And herein is that saying true, One sowes, and another reaps. 4:38I sent you to reap that whereon ye bestowed no labour: other men laboured, and ye are entered into their labours. 4:39And many of the Samaritans of that city believed on him for the saying of the woman, which testified, He told me all that ever I did. 4:40So when the Samaritans were come unto him, they besought him that he would tarry with them: and he abode there two days. 4:41And many more believed because of his own word; 4:42And said unto the woman, Now we believe, not because of thy saying: for we have heard him ourselves, and know that this is indeed the Christ, the Saviour of the world. 

Sunday of the Blind Man (5th Tone – John 9:1-38)

9:1At that time, Jesus passed by, he saw a man who was blind from his birth. 9:2And his disciples asked him, saying, Master, who did sin, this man, or his parents, that he was born blind? 9:3Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his parents: but that the works of God should be made manifest in him. 9:4I must work the works of him that sent me, while it is day: the night comes, when no man can work. 9:5As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the world. 9:6When he had thus spoken, he spat on the ground, and made clay of the spittle, and he anointed the eyes of the blind man with the clay, 9:7And said unto him, Go, wash in the pool of Siloam, (which is by interpretation, Sent.) He went his way therefore, and washed, and came seeing. 

9:8The neighbours therefore, and they which before had seen him that he was blind, said, Is not this he that sat and begged? 9:9Some said, This is he: others said, He is like him: but he said, I am he. 9:10Therefore said they unto him, How were your eyes opened? 9:11He answered and said, A man that is called Jesus made clay, and anointed mine eyes, and said unto me, Go to the pool of Siloam, and wash: and I went and washed, and I received sight. 9:12Then said they unto him, Where is he? He said, I know not. 9:13They brought to the Pharisees him that was blind. 9:14And it was the Sabbath day when Jesus made the clay, and opened his eyes. 9:15Then again the Pharisees also asked him how he had received his sight. He said unto them, He put clay upon mine eyes, and I washed, and do see. 9:16Therefore said some of the Pharisees, This man is not of God, because he keeps not the Sabbath day. Others said, How can a man that is a sinner do such miracles? And there was a division among them. 9:17They say unto the blind man again, What do you say of him, that he hath opened your eyes? He said, He is a prophet. 9:18But the Jews did not believe concerning him, that he had been blind, and received his sight, until they called the parents of him that had received his sight. 9:19And they asked them, saying, Is this your son, who ye say was born blind? how then does he now see? 9:20His parents answered them and said, We know that this is our son, and that he was born blind: 9:21But by what means he now sees, we know not; or who hath opened his eyes, we know not: he is of age; ask him: he shall speak for himself. 9:22These words spoke his parents, because they feared the Jews: for the Jews had agreed already, that if any man did confess that he was Christ, he should be put out of the synagogue. 9:23Therefore said his parents, He is of age; ask him. 9:24Then again called they the man that was blind, and said unto him, Give God the praise: we know that this man is a sinner. 9:25He answered and said, Whether he be a sinner or no, I know not: one thing I know, that, whereas I was blind, now I see. 9:26Then said they to him again, What did he to thee? how did he open your eyes? 9:27He answered them, I have told you already, and ye did not hear: wherefore would ye hear it again? will ye also be his disciples? 9:28Then they reviled him, and said, Thou art his disciple; but we are Moses’ disciples. 9:29We know that God spoke unto Moses: as for this fellow, we know not from whence he is. 9:30The man answered and said unto them, Why herein is a marvellous thing, that ye know not from whence he is, and yet he hath opened mine eyes. 9:31Now we know that God hears not sinners: but if any man be a worshipper of God, and does his will, him he hears. 9:32Since the world began was it not heard that any man opened the eyes of one that was born blind. 9:33If this man were not of God, he could do nothing. 9:34They answered and said unto him, Thou was altogether born in sins, and you teach us? And they cast him out. 9:35Jesus heard that they had cast him out; and when he had found him, he said unto him, Do thou believe on the Son of God? 9:36He answered and said, Who is he, Lord that I might believe on him? 9:37And Jesus said unto him, Thou hast both seen him, and it is he that talks with thee. 9:38And he said, Lord, I believe. And he worshipped him. 

Sunday of the Holy Fathers (6th Tone – John 17:1-13)

17:1 Jesus said, as He lifted up his eyes to heaven, Father, the hour is come; glorify thy Son, that thy Son also may glorify thee: 17:2As thou hast given him power over all flesh, that he should give eternal life to as many as thou hast given him. 17:3And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent. 17:4I have glorified thee on the earth: I have finished the work, which thou gives me to do. 17:5And now, O Father, glorify thou me with Thine own self with the glory, which I had with thee before the world was. 17:6I have manifested thy name unto the men which thou gives me out of the world: Thine they were, and thou gives them me; and they have kept thy word. 17:7Now they have known that all things whatsoever thou hast given me are of thee. 17:8For I have given unto them the words which thou gives me; and they have received them, and have known surely that I came out from thee, and they have believed that thou didst send me. 17:9I pray for them: I pray not for the world, but for them which thou hast given me; for they are Thine. 17:10And all mine are Thine, and Thine are mine; and I am glorified in them. 17:11And now I am no more in the world, but these are in the world, and I come to thee. Holy Father, keep through Thine own name those whom thou hast given me, that they may be one, as we are. 17:12While I was with them in the world, I kept them in thy name: those that thou gavest me I have kept, and none of them is lost, but the son of perdition; that the scripture might be fulfilled. 17:13And now come I to thee; and these things I speak in the world, that they might have my joy fulfilled in themselves. 

PENTECOST (John 7:37-52 and 8:12)

7:37In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried, saying, If any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink. 7:38He that believes on me, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water. 7:39(But this spoke he of the Spirit, which they that believe on him should receive: for the Holy Spirit was not yet given; because that Jesus was not yet glorified.) 7:40Many of the people therefore, when they heard this saying, said, Of a truth this is the Prophet. 7:41Others said, This is the Christ. But some said, Shall Christ come out of Galilee? 7:42Hath not the scripture said, That Christ comes of the seed of David, and out of the town of Bethlehem, where David was? 7:43So there was a division among the people because of him. 7:44And some of them would have taken him; but no man laid hands on him. 

7:45Then came the officers to the chief priests and Pharisees; and they said unto them, Why have ye not brought him? 7:46The officers answered, Never has a man spoke as Him.. 7:47Then answered them the Pharisees, Are ye also deceived? 7:48Have any of the rulers or of the Pharisees believed on him? 7:49But people who don’t know the law are cursed. 7:50Nicodemus said unto them, (he that came to Jesus by night, being one of them,) 7:51Doth our law judge any man, before it hear him, and know what he does? 7:52They answered and said unto him, Art thou also of Galilee? Search, and look: for out of Galilee arose no prophet. Jesus said, I am the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.
