If you missed our China trip this past March, here is another opportunity for you.  The United 

Chinese Society will be leading a delegation of Hawaii citizens to participate in the 10th Anniversary 
Celebration of the signing of the sister city between Zhongshan and Hawaii.  You will be joined by 
Honolulu Mayor Mufi Hanneman, and the 2007 Model Chinese Mother and Father of the Year Evelyn 
Y.Q. Lau and Peter P.J. Ng.

From October 9 – 21, 2007 this 13-day tour will take you to Hong Kong, Zhongshan, Zhang Jia Jie
(World Heritage Forest Park), Changsha, and Shenzhen.  Celebration of the 10th Anniversary will be 
held on Saturday, October 13th in Zhongshan.  The price is $2,588 plus tax, which includes 
international and domestic airfare, deluxe hotel accommodations, ground transportation, meals, tips 
and gratuity.

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China – Looking for Roots in Hawaii
While we were in China, the Director of Tourism Cheng Hua Xing let us know that he also has some 

roots in Hawaii.  As they are helping us continue to find our roots in China, he asked us to help him do 
the same for him in Hawaii.

His grandfather, Cheng Chew Liang (a.k.a. Jing Kun), was already in Hawaii prior to 1930.  His 
approximate birth date is 1874.  He worked as a business man and a labor worker.  In 1930, he applied 
for a single entry passport to return to China when he was 56 years old (see Figure A).  Then in 1935, 
at 61 years old, he applied for another passport that took him from Honolulu, to Hong Kong, and then to 
China (see Figure B).

Cheng Chew Liang has an older brother, Cheng Heng Chiu, who lived in Hawaii with him.  Cheng 
Chew Liang had two wives, both with the surname Ng (also could be spelled Wu or Woo – see below 
for Chinese characters).  No children from the first wife, but he had children with his second wife.

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Did you know????
Here are some upcoming significant Chinese dates to remember:

Moon Festival (Mid Autumn Festival) – September 25, 2007
Many myths and legends surround the Chinese Moon Festival. But all legends say that the moon 

fairy/maiden’s beauty is greatest on the day of the Moon festival.  The Moon Festival is celebrated with 
dances and moon gazing, and of course traditional moon cakes filled with lotus paste and egg yolk –
the egg yolk symbolizing the moon.  (Date:  fifteenth day of the eighth month of the lunar calendar.)

Double Tenth Day – October 10, 2007
Double Ten is the national day of the Republic of China (ROC, now Taiwan).  It is known in Chinese 

as National Celebration Day, similar to America’s Fourth of July.  Although the official founding day is 
January 1, 1912, the events on October 10, 1911 are considered the spark that brought down the 
Manchu dynasty and led to the establishment of the ROC.  Flags are hung to display nationalism and 
patriotism along with fireworks festivities and parades.  It is also celebrated by many overseas Chinese 
communities (especially by anti-communism groups) with sizeable Double Tenth Day parades.  Our 
parade in Honolulu will be held on October 7 at Chinese Cultural Plaza. (see page 3)
