Edgardo L. Macapili has completed his Bachelors of Church Music degree major in choral conducting and composition as area of concentration at the Asian Institute for Liturgy and Music in Manila after his five-year studies of theology in Quezon City, Philippines. During his 6-year study at AILM he was featured tenor soloist in several school’s recital and concerts. As a member of the touring Asian Chorale, in summers of 1997 and 1998 tour to Europe, Edgar has done solos for “Masdan Mo Yaweh” and Panata sa Lupa where he was one of the composers and arrangers of the unique Filipino musical drama that totally employ indigenous music, language and instruments as its medium. In the year of 1999 he received a full scholarship from Perkins School of Theology, Southern Methodist University in Dallas Texas and has studied courses from both Perkins School of Theology and Meadows School of Arts and has completed the three-year program of Master of Sacred Music major in Conducting in 2001. Upon his studies he was invited to be associate conductor of the Perkins Chapel Choir by Dr. Michael Hawn and assistant conductor and cantor of the St. Mark Catholic Church at Plano Texas. He was featured as guest tenor soloist during the installation of the country’s renowned Meadows School of Arts Museum that houses collections of Spanish renaissance master’s art works. 

Currently, Edgar is working as a music director of a local Presbyterian Church in Taiwan and at the same time a faculty member of Tainan Theological College and Seminary where he teaches Choral Conducting and Church Music. He is also the Choir Master of the Taiwanese Singers (Siong-im Hap-chhiu°-thoan). Edgar is also working as a music and language consultant of the Siraya Culture Association. With his busy schedule Edgar still finds time to arrange and compose. His arrangements of Taiwanese folk songs are published in Taipei. His Glossary of Siraya and Siraya Music to help revive the language will be published next year.

Twelve years after his marriage with A-koan a beautiful Taiwanese belonging to a Siraya tribe they in turn produced two lovely daughters, Euphony and Eucharis and a son Eurico. These indeed are the loveliest and greatest composition Edgar and A-koan ever made!
