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This Iskandarnāma of the Anonymous belongs to the genre of historical popular prose romance in medieval Persian literature. In fact, it is the oldest surviving written sample of the Alexander romance in Persian prose (11th -14th cent.). The Iskandarnāma presents an Alexander-dhū 'l-qarnayn (lit. the Double-horned), having a Persian-Muslim profile and reflecting Persian popular concepts in the medieval Islamic period. As a result of its popular character, the romance incorporates heterogeneous material such as wars, love affairs and it is rich in Islamic lore (legends of kings/prophets).

The current paper attempts to analyze the textual evidence regarding the concept of kingship and explores possible and untraced connections of the Iskandarnāma with the andarz literature.
