Special Education influential laws:
Board of Education v. Rowley (1982) � Amy Rowley was a deaf child that was denied a sign language interpreter. Her parents sued the school district, where the court looked in depth to Free and Appropriate Public Education (FAPE) and decided that Rowley did not receive sufficient support services to permit her to benefit the education from her school instruction. 
Board of Education v. Mills (1972) � Peter Mills and other disadvantaged students were denied entry to schools in the District of Columbia based on their labels- behavioral problems, mentally retarded, emotionally disturbed, and hyperactive. Parents sued the school district and the court found that no child shall be excluded from a regular public school on the basis of school policy, etc. 
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
