“A question of fairness”
No one is ever known for being perfectly fair because no one is, so it wouldn’t be surprising that neither is our government nor our country of America. People who have to live pay check to pay check are realizing what’s happening, which is that equality of opportunity is shrinking and shrinking and it’s getting harder to get a good education, acquire new skills get a good job and pay their taxes. 
For instance take the first headline they show in the video. “Rich colleges receiving richest share of U.S aid” the story says that the government gives a lot more money to private wealthy colleges then it does to community colleges which actually enrolls %80  of all out students in the nation, thus higher education for middle class and poor student are being put in jeopardy.
I mean look at these statistics “between2001 and 2001 the average CEO compensation of fortune 500 companies was $37.5 million, while the average worker salary of all companies was $38.000.”   And this inequality gap has widened since 1999.
Across the country many people who think of them selves as middle class are feeling now that they are being pushed down in the ranks of the working poor. “Everybody can’t own the company so some people have to get very rich for other people to make a descent living.”

In fact the gap between the rich and the poor has doubled in the last three decades. It’s wider today since it has been from the time of the great depression. One important factor of this growing inequality is the new global economy.” No matter who wins someone’s going to lose because there going to find someway to make something cheaper somewhere else”
In small towns there used to be a lot of jobs that people can remember having when they were younger but instead there business is moving south or overseas and driving towards bigger economies. Ask any of those locals of that town and they’ll tell you its government policies such as NAFTA (North American Federal Trade Agreement) that are killing their local economies.

For instance the local knitting factory in Tamaqua at its most employed 1000 workers though not a hug wage and salary, was considered decent at the time. And is now the only thing fueling the small community after it huge losses in the coal and mining business. 

A total of 350 workers a will be soon terminated and their wages of 9.00 and hour plus benefits is now going to go to  workers in Honduras  where they will do it for 55 cents and other work is said to go to china  where the wages are even lower.

What had happened in Tamaqua is that the huge multinational company Sara lee bought the Morgan lee mill four years ago for it apparel division. But workers speculate the Sara lee mainly wanted the company for the patent for the thermal waffle underwear which was invented at the Morgan plant.
Just three years after buying to company Sara lee told the workers that the mill would be converted to a distribution center where their was only a tight skeleton crew for work. Joan Gerber a former worker at the mill also believe, like many that Sara lee is at fault for the employments demise “They have pulled the rug out from under family’s and left everyone in a insecure state and they don’t look back.” Another former employee, Joe Harvilla said “I’m not knocking Sara Lee but they don’t know what they are doing. I mean the quality was astonishing here were a group of people that put out a good quality product and they’re just not going to get that over there.

Its even estimates that “…..995,000 jobs have been lost.” That even half a million or million job has been lost to overseas in the last 30 months alone. The problem is that manufacturing was a good job I mean you could work their and make good money and be considered middle class and most of them were even unionized but these jobs are the exact ones that are getting threatened for distribution abroad.
Manufacturing jobs were the backbone of our middle class in the post world war two boom years. Up through the 1960’s workers got a raise every year. And their was less inequality between the rich and the poor than at anytime in the nations history.

As said by Thea Lee and international economist “Current trade’s policies are destroying the American middle class” the loss of local jobs to global economy’s is inevitable.
As explained by economist Robert Poland “If you have free trade there is going to be winners and losers”  he further says  “and the most basic theory says the policies implication is that it not just free trade , it is free trade PLUS compensation for losers.” 

The problem Thea Lee says is that most free trade policies have had just the winner in mind. 
Thea Lee further explains “If we want to set as a goal to   have policies to protect local job and protect rights of all workers in the world, to protect the environment and nurture democracy and protect human rights we can do that what we’ve done Instead is written a set of trade policies that are totally corporate dominated, corporate oriented that have helped multinational companies make more money , have more mobility more flexibility  and have weakened national democratic  governments  at the expense of pretty much everybody else.”
The original idea of what free trade was supposed to bring us fell far from it. The idea of free trade is that corporations compete for efficiently when trade barriers and tariffs are lowered  or removed  and when companies prosper more jobs are create both at home and overseas in places such as Honduras. But Policies such as NAFTA have encouraged companies to lay off American workers, produce more good cheaply abroad and then import those good back into the country. Missing from that equation is what happens to those American workers who were laid off. And the answer to that is nothing but unemployment so as you can see free trade is not a good idea!
