Most tools and products were making by individual hands with the help of simple equipments. All the factories and technology of today were not exist, and it became the newest enhance of human lives. The manufacture and works were take place at homes or in small shop of the cities. The manufacture perform at home were know as domestic or cottage industries. In this system of manufactory merchant brought raw materials to the workers at home to finish the goods. The workers were paid by the number of goods they make, and these types of arrangement suit the workers of housewives and they don’t have to leave their home to go to work.  These kinds of works are convenient that they can work whenever they want to and at the same time can do their house chores jobs. Although there are numerous advantage for the merchants and the workers, but this type of manufactory were limited in the amount of quantity and quality. Most workers in the city shop were men who were called “Giles".
