Production Possibilities

In 1975 there sparked a debate over the land in Alaska.  Should the wilderness be drilled for oil, or should it be preserved for national Parks.  Earlier in 1939 Richard Hill states that, “One American in six was out of work.”  Later in 1980 Congress declared that one hundred millions acres of land would be designated for national parks and wilderness area.

This alarmed the American people which had never experienced rationing.  They had become accustomed to having as much as they wanted of virtually everything.  Many Americans took to working harder and longer in order to help the economy go back to where it had been before.

“More money to spend, there’s not less to regulate on new technology and dust masks for employees” said B.W. Leonard.  The country was in a state of confusion.  They were now expected to work harder and longer for things which they had previously taken for granted.  “It’s not worth the money on something like that” said Eric Furrmen.  Soon after this statement was made OSHA was sued due to the reoccurring deaths that no one could seem to help.

Finally by June 1981, health became a major topic of concern.  Brown Lung Disease vanished and safety became a priority.  Everyone was forced to answer the question, jobs or safety?  Which one was more important?
