HOW VOCABULARY WILL WORK…

At the beginning of each week, you will be given a blank vocabulary sheet with which to fill in 10 vocabulary words. You will follow the same process you have been all year, but it will now be consolidated into a weekly, ongoing responsibility. CARRY THIS SHEET TO ALL YOUR CLASSES AND TAKE DOWN WORDS YOU DON’T KNOW. USE THE SHEET WHEN WATCHING TELEVISION, READING THE PAPER, LISTENING TO THE RADIO, ETC. Do NOT write in made up words the period before class meets on Friday. If I find out that you do, you will receive zeros for that week’s list and the following week’s. 

On MONDAY, you get the blank sheet. During the week, you have to:

1. Accumulate the words (still write down where you got the word and its definition).

2. Also, write an original sentence for each word on the BACK of the sheet.

On FRIDAY, come to class with the following:

1. The sheet from above with words, definitions and origins on front and original sentences on back.

2. A sheet with each of the words written down the left hand side of the page 

3. You will take the quiz on that blank sheet as I will ask for you to either define them, use them in a sentence, etc. The quiz will be on a portion of the words and not all as I will call out “define numbers 1,3,5,6,and 10 or use those same numbered words in sentences that deal with the topic of human anatomy.” 

4. If there is no school on that Friday, the words and your quiz will be moved to Thursday rather than pushed to Monday.

5. Failure to bring in things on Friday? TWO ZERO GRADES (NO EXCEPTIONS). 

YOU WILL GET TWO QUIZ GRADES: one for the actual quiz itself and one for the difficulty of the list you have developed for the week (completely subjective on my part). Therefore, you will not be able to develop simple vocabulary lists of words you may already know. 
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
