The North Country Project

The North Country Project is a one-to-one, in-school mentoring program for children and volunteers in the North Country region.

The Project provides opportunities for growth and development for children and youth through one-to-one relationships with caring volunteers, supported by professional and involved caseworkers.

In the North Country Project, adult volunteers are matched with children at school. The volunteers spend time during the school day with these children on a weekly basis in a school setting. 

Benefits for the Volunteer

Q: What is the North Country Project?
A: 
An opportunity for adult volunteers to develop a nurturing relationship with a child during the school day on a weekly basis in the school environment.

Q: Who are the volunteers?
A: 
Mature, stable, and responsible individuals age 18 or older, who respect children and enjoy their company.

Q: How much time does it take?
A: 
A volunteer and a child meet during the school day in the child’s school. Volunteers are asked to commit one-half to one hour each week for at least one school year. Once a month, volunteers will talk with a North Country Community Association representative to discuss the child’s progress.

Q: How are volunteers matched with children?

A: 
A volunteer will be matched with a child whose interests and personality are compatible.

Q: How much does it cost?
A: 
There is no cost to the volunteer or the child.


Q: What does a school volunteer do with a child at school?
A: 
Whatever you and the child like to do. Some ideas:

· Play board games

· Read aloud to each other

· Talk about your job, life, or family

· Listen to music

· Tell stories

· Shoot hoops

· Share collections (stamps, coins, pins)

· Research another culture

· Help with school projects

· Attend school programs and events

· Draw pictures

Q: How do I become a volunteer?

A: 
First, contact a representative of the North Country Community Association at 555-7635. Volunteers will be asked to attend a two-hour orientation training session and complete an application form. The final step is a personal, confidential interview with a North Country Association representative.
