· Dress shoes 

· Hair off the face

Males
· Business suit with collared dress shirt and necktie or

· Sport coat/dress slacks, collared shirt and necktie

· Dark coloured socks

· Dark coloured business shoes


Wearing a blazer or jacket, for both males and females, is recommended, but is strictly optional.

As per the September 27th, 2002 Annual General Meeting, students will NOT be permitted to wear school uniforms at the Provincial Competition.  This includes school-crested blazers or shirts.  ANY clothing that may identify your school will NOT be permitted.  

Students are not permitted to wear: white sport socks, hats, and sunglasses.
