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Topic: People listen to music for different reasons and at different times. Why is 
music important to many people? Use specific reasons and examples to support your 
answer. 
  
   I believe almost everyone in his/her life enjoys listening to music, whether he/she is 
a regular listener or listens to music every now and then. There are many types of 
music, each having a different meaning to give out. Each piece provokes(=annoy  
Evoke)  one kind of emotion in the listener and this is appropriate for one mood and 
occasion. 
  Sometimes people listen to pieces of music, which describe their own moods or 
personality and attitudes. Happy and frivolous people listen to Mozart to share his 
passion, while grave people may prefer heavy symphonies of Beethoven, seeking a 
seriousness and deep organization of sounds together. We listen to 
grievous(=Deadly and wrong)  pieces when we are sad and blue. 
Different kinds of music are for different occasions to make us ready for moods and 
feeling necessary for that mood. A deep grievous march is played at a funeral(!!!!!) 
to express a feeling of deep grief and sadness. In contrast, at a wedding the music is 
used to cheer up people and make the atmosphere ready for so happy an occasion as 
marriage. A religious Ballad played at churches fills the soul with unity and 
spirituality. People like to listen to fast music (rhythmic) such as techno or rave when 
they are driving, doing a fast job, or when they want to get synchronized with the 
day's rat race. The blues help people relax and be filled with a somewhat mild sadness 
which is needed sometimes. 
  Some people listen regularly while others just listen to music every now and then. I 
believe everyone is better to(is to) find the pieces to which he/she is most sensitive 
and the ones he/she likes (The?) best. And I prefer to listen regularly to pieces I like 
because of both the constant feeling it gives as well as the meaning I gradually learn 
to elicit from it. 
I believe music is always talking to us, it is the ability of the listener whether to 
perceive the meaning or not.
