Racial Profiling in High Risk Areas

1. Be it enacted by this NFCFL Student Congress here assembled that: 
2. Article I: Racial profiling based off of current statistics on terrorism will be enacted in addition to 

3. random screening in an effort to reduce the threat and presence of asymmetrical threats against 

4. the US in areas of high risk. 

5. Article II: Racial profiling: profiling based upon a certain individual’s race.


6. Random screening: the random selection of individuals other than those that are under racial

7. profiling in an effort to prevent anomalies. High risk area: an area that is vital to national safety 

8. or travel i.e.: national landmarks, senate buildings, airports, etc…

9. Article III: This bill will be enacted on the 1st of January of the New Year.
10. Article IV: The agencies that will be responsible for the enforcement of this bill are those
11. that are already in charge of security in these areas including such agencies as the TSA. This 
12. .bill will be enforced by the management of these agencies on a local and national level. 
13. Failure to comply with this bill will result in a warning. If the person in question is a repeat 
14. offender (three or more times), they will be asked to leave and replaced. This bill will require 
15. no additional funds as it will only take a reallocation of funds from extensive random screening
16. to profiling.
17. Article V: All bills that are in violation with the execution and operation of this bill will hereby be

18. null and void.
