ordering, and by minimal service; the term shall be synonymous with “fast

B. “Fast food” shall be defined as any product produced by an

establishment as defined in subsection (A) of this article.

C. “Damages” shall be defined as any/all obesity-related health problems.

This bill shall take effect within thirty (30) days of its passage.

A. Any/all state and federal courts of law in the United States shall be

directed to dismiss suits at law involving the failure of QSRs to inform

consumers of the risks involved in product consumption.

B. QSRs that do not clearly post notice of the consumer’s waiver of

liability as a result of the purchase and consumption of such products shall

not be entitled to the protection of this bill.
