HOW TO GET A SEPTIC TANK PERMIT
Step 1 

Call the Department of Health and Wellness 

North District (outside 285) 770 640-3053

Central District (inside 285 to I-20) 404 730-1301

South District (I-20 to Palmetto) 770 306-3244

Do not come into the office, call first if you have any questions concerning your septic tank permit.

Step 2

Data requirements* - provide the following onsite for the environmental specialist:

· A boundary survey/plat of the lot or parcel on which an onsite sewage management system (septic tank system) is proposed**

· The results of the required percolation tests satisfactorily performed

· A check or money order for $100.00 made payable to the Fulton County Department of Health and Wellness for the septic tank permit

· Plainly marked corners of the property in the field and have the corners of the proposed structure staked to aid the environmental specialist in determining where to locate the septic system

Step 3

Site approval



When you (applicant) have obtained all the necessary data, call the Fulton County Department of Health and Wellness between 8:30 a.m. and 9:30 a.m. and we will make every effort to meet with you that day in the field to issue a permit.

* Additional data may be required by the specialist upon an initial review of the property, if they suspect there may be presence of adverse conditions preventing a permit being issued.

** Lots or parcels created prior to 1967 and whose legal description has not been altered in any way since its creation are exempted from this requirement.
