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Suggestions for Improving Future UN Classes
The purpose of this document is to provide feedback to Professor Kamal on his course, “The United Nations and International Organizations.” The following items suggested may help enhance the students’ experience of the UN Class:       

· Class Topics
· Dedicate one class to Women, Children and the UN, (preferably on Week 8, after class lecture on “Environmental Agenda,” (Week 6) and “Human Rights and Sovereignty” (Week 7)).  

· Leave aside one class lecture for class to vote on the preferred topic.   
· Communications 
· Set up Black Board 

· Offer links for reading materials that are sometimes difficult to find. 

· Include the directions for Assignment #1 and #2 on Black Board (this will prevent us from using up class time).
· More use of Current Events
· Choose five current issues involving the UN and assign students to track progress in the media. Students could circulate relevant articles electronically or offer a 10-minute class presentation comparing US with foreign media. (Make this an optional assignment). 
· End Course by Mitigating Class “Depression”     
· Use course wrap-up to discuss possibilities of hope, if any.

· Have class brainstorm how students can best use their knowledge acquired in class to help solve the problems that plague the world, and the UN. 

· Offer practical insights on grass-roots vs. top-down approaches (from the perspective of Professor Kamal drawing from vast work experience). 
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
