Special Needs

Leap Preschool is an inclusive center, and all children here are respected and supported.
This will depend on your child’s IEP (Individualized Education Program). Leap preschool program currently does have service providers in the following areas: speech, adapted physical Education and occupational therapy.

What do the children do?
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Early childhood education focuses on five different areas of development. These are self-help, cognitive, emotional/social, communication and physical. There is very little ‘ditto’ work and more child-centered and child-created work. Most of their learning is done through PLAY and we try to follow their lead on activities. This is so that the children are self empowered. There are centers set up around the classroom with each being identified to follow along with this mode of teaching.



Once again, we look at the ‘whole child’ and work off of what skills your child does have, we try to focus on ‘key experiences’ which are those moments of exploration and opportunities to build on their skills. We want to work to maximize your child’s potential as well as following through with their goals and objectives (in relation to their IEP’s).



It is highly recommended that you participate in your child’s school. There will be a parent meeting 1x/month for approximate 2hrs. This is important because it also helps you to meet other parents who share in your experience. This is also a good way to form ‘play dates’ for your child. There are home-visits which is a great way for us to better understand your child’s needs as well as what works at home with your child so that we may incorporate it into his/her school for continuity. In a few weeks, I will be sending home more information about home visit along with a form for you to fill out regarding times and dates

Communication is the vital ingredient in the success of the preschool experience. For this reason we are available to answer your questions, to discuss your ideas or concerns, and to help you find solutions to the problem situations involving your child either at home or at school.
Your child’s FOLDER is KEY for our line of communication. That folder needs to be CHECKED and ALL PAPERS REMOVED on a daily basis. You will also receive monthly classroom calendar/parent Newsletter/weekly class report. This is a good way to keep up with our daily class routine/activities.


Birthdays are celebrated at Leap Preschool. A teacher will assist your child in making a special birthday crown, and at snack time we will all sing Happy Birthday to your child. If you 
would like to send some small cupcakes or cookies for your child to share with his/her friends, please let us know.

Near the end of the school year, we have an “unbirthday” celebration for children who have a summer birthday.

Open House

An open house will be held near the beginning of the school year to give parents a chance to see the classroom, to ask any questions about the program and to get to know the classroom teacher/aides.


While it would be ideal and wonderful to have parents on a regular basis, we have come to find out that at this age, it doesn’t always work out. The children are not ready to really separate and their routine usually becomes different if mom or dad stays. However, we do encourage and would want parents to please join us for class events/activities and field trips. Should you feel the desire to volunteer, please make sure you have a current TB test with result to share with the school.

Dress Code
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There is no uniform policy, but your child MUST come to school in CLOSED-TOE shoes. NO sandals or any kind. Also, parents please be aware of the weather conditions and try to send your child in appropriate clothing. Warm days-no long sleeves, cold days-a sweater. We will always assist your child.

Extra clothes
We will be keeping extra clothes at school but it is up to you to keep an extra set in your child’s backpack at all times. Again, check it frequently so that the clothes match the seasons



You are in no way required to provide materials for your child. We will provide school materials. However, our class does keep a ‘wish list’ that includes: -Polaroid film and paper towels, 1 box of 
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baby wipes (monthly), Pull ups
Sick children/illness

KEEP AT HOME. Even if they have runny nose (mainly Green ‘mucus’) that generally means infections and it is not fair to expose other children and teachers to infection. We will call, if your child comes to school sick or becomes sick at school. 
Monthly Themes

Each month we have a few different themes, such as: bugs, the weather, apple, thanksgiving, and zoo animals. The month’s themes are posted on the bulletin board and listed in the monthly newsletter.

Arrival for class

Upon arriving at the school, bring your child downstairs and encourage them to take off their coat and to place their snack in their labeled cubby.

Somebody will greet you in the hallway or the entry to the classroom. Please be certain that one of the aides or the teacher is aware that your child has arrived in the classroom, and provide the teacher with any necessary information at this time.


Occasionally we have special guests come in to share something interesting with the children. If you would like to share with the children about your work, your hobby, or any activity that you like to do, please let us know and we will book a convenient time for you to come in and do this.
