Runtime TextBox using PowerPoint

A runtime textbox allows the person using the presentation to add text while using the presentation. It allows pupils to write their text during the presentation.
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Defining your Runtime Textbox:

1. Build your slide

2. Open the Control Toolbox toolbar (View/toolbars/Control Toolbox).
3. From the Control Toolbox choose the textbox.
4. Drag the object in the desired size onto your PowerPoint Screen.

5. Choose the Properties box before the next step. 
The Properties Toolbox

1. In this box you will decide on the qualities that you want in your runtime textbox.

2. There are 2 columns in the box, the left column has the function and the right column the options available for that function.

3. To choose your options, click in the right column and choose the possible options by clicking on the arrow that appears.
