A Story with Choices


Preparing a PowerPoint Presentation

Interesting Stories are a great way to get kids involved in reading and improving their language stills.  In this project you are going to:

1. search the net for websites with stories in English

2. choose a story that you find (or make up your own) that you would like to present in a PowerPoint Presentation

3. Prepare a Powerpoint Presentation of the story.

4. Important:  You will be taking poetic license and allow yourself to change the stories a bit so that reader will be able to make choices as to how the story will progress.

Below is a "flow chart" for presenting the story in PowerPoint.  Each box represents a PowerPoint screen.  This is a basic design can be changed but you must include at least one point in the presentation where your reader must make a choice.
