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Teams and Rosters
 
I.1            There will be 18 teams, with each team name consisting of actual NHL team (i.e. Boston Bruins, Montreal Canadiens, Winnipeg Jets, Anaheim Ducks etc.). The pool is being played on Yahoo! Fantasy Sports, as long as it is free to use.
 
I.2            Total roster will consist of 20 NHL players and 10 minor leaguers.  
 
I.3            Starting Roster:

                The rest of the spots (6) are left for bench players. Please note that players on the DL as well as prospects do not count in the 20-man roster.  During the season, if an NHLer is not available on Yahoo! Fantasy Sports (because he is playing in Europe for example), the player remains the property of the manager who owned him. Furthermore, this player doesn't count towards a roster until he is added to Yahoo! Fantasy Sports. He will remain uncounted until the July 1st deadline arrives, at which point all managers must submit their off-season rosters.    
 
 
Scoring/Playoffs
 
II.1          This is a head-to-head league. Categories used are: G, A, P, +-, PIM, PPG, PPA, SHP, GWG, FW and SOG for players.  Goaltender categories are: W, L, GAA, SV%, SV, SHO.  In order to win a week, you must win a majority of the category battles.
 
II.2          The regular season is 22 weeks long.  The final 3 weeks of the season (weeks 23-25) are set aside for the playoffs. Teams finishing in top 6 will play for the league championship. Teams that finish 7-12 play in the 2nd tier of playoff games. The rest are eliminated.
 
Money
 
All money is fictional and serves a purpose only for this hockey pool. 
 
III.1         The following explains the rules on awarding money:

Note: a manager who would intentionally lose a week for whatever reason will receive a 10$ fine for his action for each forfeited week. 
 
IV.     Minor Leaguers
 
IV.1         Minor leaguers are designated NHLers after the following playing time:
                Goaltenders - 20 games
                Players - 41 games
 
A minor leaguer must be 18 years and older. To be considered a minor leaguer, an 18-year-old player must have been drafted. When the above limit is reached that player must be placed on the NHL squad. If not added after a warning by the commish, then the player will be declared a waiver drop.  Waiver rules will then apply to the player.
 
IV.2         A player is considered a minor leaguer as long as he has not played more than 41 games for players and 20 for goaltenders. As soon as one of your minor leaguers is added to the game on Yahoo Sports, you can add him to your team. You can freely move him from your team to your farm team by simply “adding” and “dropping” him on Yahoo Sports. He remains your property even if you drop him from your team, as long as he has not played 41 games (or 20 for goalies). No one but you can pick him up, and you can pick him (and drop him) as often as you feel is necessary. Ones he reaches 41 games (or 20 for goalies), you must either add him for good to your roster or waive him. 
 
Free Agents
 
V.1          You are not allowed to pick up free agents at any time.  There are designated free agents drafts where free agents are drafted.  
 
V.2          Free agents are not free.  They cost money.  We use the Yahoo fantasy ranking in determining a free agents price.  The following price list shows how much each free agent will cost:

Trades and Waivers
 
V.1          There is no final trade date.  Trading is allowed all year long, except between a team eliminated from the playoffs and one that is still active.
 
V.2          Money earned can be traded at any time.  You cannot trade money you do not have.
 
V.3          We will not follow any Yahoo rules on waiver period since we cannot pickup Free Agents whenever we want.  Players can be waived (dropped) at any time during the year.  The player will be on the league waiver wire for 3 days. However, if there are late bids (ex. a few minutes before the end of the waiver), and extra 24 hours is added starting with the time of the bid. So for ex:
                
                Adam Smith is dropped on Tuesday the 3rd at 13h34. Waiver should normally end on the 6th at 13h34. However, the Blues decide to bid 1$ at 11h22 on the 6th. An extra 24 hours is thus added starting with the time of the bid, so the new end time is now 11h22 on the 7th, and so forth until there are no more bids.
                
 
V.4          Players on waiver wire will go through a bidding process. Bidding starts at $1. Any team can bid up to one week after the player was waived. The team with the highest bid after 1 week “wins” the player and must pay up for him.  If the player receives no bids he is placed back into the FA pool for the next draft. You can always retract your bid during the week. You cannot retract your bid ones the one week has passed and you won the player.
 
V.5          Any player on the waiver wire is not eligible to be drafted during any FA draft.  If a player’s waiver end date falls during a draft he is not eligible to be drafted until the next FA draft.
 
V.6          All trades done during the off-season must be posted to the Yahoo group. One manager must state the trade and the second must agree. Any regular season trade involving money must be posted on the message board.
 

V.7          Managers cannot rent players to another team.
 
Free Agent Drafts
 
 
VI.1         During the season there will be 3 FA drafts. The first draft will start in Week 6 of the schedule. The 2nd draft will be on Week 12. The 3rd draft will be on Week 18.  All regular season drafts will be 1 rd. You may only draft a player who is included in the Free Agents on the Yahoo "players" section.
 
VI.2         Prices for players selected will follow the pricing guide in section IV.2
 
VI.3         Everyone has 24 hrs to make there pick for each FA draft.  
 
VI.4         Off-season drafts: We will conduct 2 drafts during the off-season.  1st draft will be a 2 round draft, which will include all players who are not part of anyone’s team and that have played at least 41 NHL game for players and 21 for goaltenders. The 2nd draft will be a 3 round rookie draft. Rookie criteria’s are stated in IV.1. Each minor league pick cost 5$ per pick during the first round, 3$ during the second round and 1$ during the last round. A manager who prefers to keep more than 7 prospects will simply forfeit the same number of picks as prospects he has over 7. 
 
VI.5         The drafts are always in reverse order of the standings during the season and of the playoff standing for the off-season drafts. 
 

V1.6        During one of the 4 season drafts, no manager can draft a player not available on Yahoo! Fantasy Sports. During the summer drafts, any player except those considered too young can be selected. 
 
Off season 
 
VII.1        During the off-season, the top 6 teams must drop 1 player who is ranked (Rank, not O-Rank) in the top 50 and another player who is ranked in the top 100. The team finishing 7th to 12th must drop a player who is ranked in the top 100 and another player who is ranked in the top 200.  The teams who finished 13th to 16th must drop one player ranked in the top 150.  The last 2 teams do not need to drop anybody. However, a manager will not be forced to drop more than one goaltender, even if those are his two highest ranked players. He may, however, choose to do so if he wishes.
 
VII.2        There will also be a 2 round NHL draft followed (or proceeded by, who cares) a 3 round prospect draft. To make room for the players you will be drafting, each team must drop to 18 NHLers and 7 minor leaguers or forfeit his pick. A manager can decide to forfeit a NHL player to keep an extra prospect. (17 NHLers and 8 minor leaguers)
