Speech provides the study of the basic principles and techniques of effective oral communication.  This course includes instruction in adapting speeches to different audiences and for different purposes.  Students have the opportunity to present different types of oral presentations including: viewpoint, instructional, demonstration, informative, persuasive and impromptu.  In addition, the students are able to listen to famous speeches of the past that they will critique in terms of their effectiveness.  The class focuses on oral presentation and the critical thinking and writing skills that go into such presentations, although written work in terms of homework, quizzes and tests will also be used as a method of evaluation in the class.  Students will use note cards and proper outlining for their speeches.   Students will learn to create and use powerpoint.
