Through the integrated study  of language, literature, composition and oral communication,  English 11 students further develop their use of language as a tool for learning and thinking and as a source of pleasure.  In English 11, students move from predominantly analyzing and using the elements of written language to making judgments based on those analyses.  The literature component is a survey of American Literature.  First semester covers representative works from pre-Revolutionary times to the end of  the nineteenth century.  Second semester  covers works from the twentieth and twenty-first centuries. The composition component provides students with opportunities to produce a variety of forms including persuasive writing, synthesis and analysis of information from different sources. The course integrates the formal study of grammar, usage, spelling  and language mechanics into the study of writing.  Using technology, students receive instruction and practice in the writing process including prewriting, drafting, revising, editing and publishing. Students use the Modern Language Association (MLA) style manual. Oral communication continues to emphasize effective listening and speaking techniques.
