Objectives:
· The students will be able to identify their values, interests, aptitudes, and abilities and describe how they affect their choices.

· Determine whether the students prefer working with data, people, or things.

· Identify and match their personality and learning style.

This lesson does not have any real notes attached with it; this is an inquiry based lesson that is conducted by the students to explore themselves. Therefore this lesson is set up differently then a standard lesson.

Create a Perspective:

· Have the students make a list of 5-6 people they admire and tell why they admire each one. Also make a list of 5-6 jobs/careers you think you would like and why.  What type of learner do you think you are (would the student rather read then listen, look at pictures for support, and/or use hands on approach.)

This lesson does not have any real notes attached with it; this is an inquiry based lesson that is conducted by the students to explore themselves. Therefore this lesson is set up differently then a standard lesson.

Assessment: Portfolio

· Students will be given two weeks to complete a portfolio using:

http://www.nycareerzone.org.html (examples at end of lesson)

· Step 1:  The students will register as a new user and enter their information.

· Step 2: The students will go through each section 1-15 (only 14 if they are a senior).  After each activity is done the student will print the information they discovered, remembering to keep in it order.

· Dates sections online are due:
· This would be various according to when project is used. These sections can be checked online by the teacher be sure to have the students tell you that it is completed so it can be checked.

· Step 3: When the entire portfolio is finished they will print their CareerPlan.

· Step 4: The students will then write a 2-3 page reflection piece about the activity and what they learned and if they felt it to be valuable. This should also be included in the hard copy portfolio.

· Step 5: The students will create a hard copy portfolio using all of the tools from their e-portfolios. These portfolios should be as creative as possible showing the different interests and abilities of the students.  The students will put together the portfolio using the table of contents that is given to them (at end of lesson); this should be included as the first page.

· This portfolio will be assessed using a rubric (at end of lesson).

Remember you must have:

· Cover Page with name, class period and date.

· Table of Contents

· Reflection Paper

· Grading Rubric
