Lesson 1 – Introducing the Unit / Internet Research

Time Limit: 50 minutes
Objectives: SWBAT:

· research information on the Internet.

· record information on provided worksheet.

· work collaboratively in groups.

· create a short presentation on specific background from the Holocaust.

Materials:

· Group worksheets
· Computer lab
Motivation: (5-7 minutes)

· Class discussion. Ask students what they know about the Holocaust.  Ask students where they learned about it.  From the students’ knowledge about the topic, generate some discussion.
Procedures/Activities: (30 minutes)

1. Explain day’s project to the class.  Tell them they will be given a specific topic to research with a small group.  The groups will report their findings to the class with a 3-5 minute presentation.

2. Break students into groups and assign topics.

3. Give worksheets to each group and group member.

4. Model researching a topic together as a class.  Show the students how to find relevant and specific information.

5. Allow students to begin researching for the next 20 minutes.

Closure: (10-15 minutes)

· Students will present their findings orally to the class.

· Explain contract projects.

Evaluation:

· Monitor students to be there for help and ensure they are on-task.
· Oral presentations of information researched.
· Students will turn in completed worksheets.
Sponge Activities:

· Research another Holocaust web site using a search engine as a guide.
· View a short online video about the Holocaust.
· Discuss what students feel they found to be most shocking during their research.

· Discuss something new that they learned after the presentations.
Reflection:

· Create a handout summarizing facts from the worksheets to distribute to the class.
