Description of Assignments:
· Comparison-contrast essay: This assignment allows you to choose two characters from “The Diary of Anne Frank” play and compare and contrast them.  In addition to the two-page essay, you will fill out a self editing form and fill out at least one peer editing form for a classmate.  A Venn diagram will also be used for this assignment to help you form your essay.

· Participation, In-class assignments and Quizzes: You are expected to attend class because if you’re not here, we miss you!  Also, participation is based on appropriate involvement during individual or group work, as well as displaying proper behavior in the classroom.  In addition, numerous in-class assignments will be completed during this unit, and we will have at least one quiz (maybe more if I think quizzes are needed!).

· Contract Project: This assignment lets your talents shine!  You will get to choose from a variety of activities to complete in order to earn your own grade.  At the end of the unit, our class will have an Exhibition Day showcasing your hard work.  The contract project will be completed out-of-class.
