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To explore our unit on the Holocaust, we will be using a contract system. The contract project allows you to choose your own activities to complete and allows you to earn your own grade.  At the end of our unit, we will have a student Exhibition Day of your projects!


DIRECTIONS: Choose from the list of projects below (or create your own with my permission) and add up your points to reach the grade range you desire.  Please see me with all project ideas. Most of all, be creative and have fun!

Note:  All assignments must be of high quality.  I reserve the right to return work for re-tooling and re-submission.  Please see me if you have any questions. All assignments must be completed and handed in by the last day of our unit.

50 points

· Create a board game detailing the timeline of the Holocaust.
· Watch a movie about the Holocaust (with permission from your parents) and write a 2-3 page review of the movie.  How accurate to history is the movie?  What time period during the Holocaust is the movie set?  What is your reaction to the movie?
· Design a web page informing readers/viewers about Holocaust issues.
· Group project (maximum 4 people): write a 10-15 minute skit based on the play “The Diary of Anne Frank.”  Create costumes, props, and setting.  Either perform the skit in front of the class or videotape the skit for students to watch later in class.
· Design a detailed map showing Europe before WWII and after WWII.
· Create hand puppets of at least three characters from the play and write a skit in which they interact.
· Create a Powerpoint presentation about some aspect of the Holocaust or the play.
· Go see a live performance of the play and write a one-page reaction paper.
· Read a supplemental novel about the Holocaust and write a one-page book report. (See me for a list of books to choose from).
25 points

· Craft 5 character cards (character’s picture on front and information on back) of the occupants of the “Secret Annex.”
· Draw a comic strip depicting an event or scene in the play.
· Make a collage illustrating aspects of the Holocaust and write a one-page explanation of the images/symbols used.
· Impersonate Anne Frank (or another character) and deliver a five-minute monologue using props and costumes.
· Create a tape that records the sounds the Franks heard while in hiding (must verbally cue each sound and note Act and scene numbers).
· Write a song about the Holocaust or the play and perform it in front of the class or on videotape for the class to watch later.
· Create a scrapbook the characters in the play might have made while in hiding.
· Construct a diorama of the play’s stage set by using the stage directions as a guide.
· Sculpt a statue of Anne Frank.
· Read the article, “A Tragedy Revealed: A Heroine’s Last Days” by Ernst Schanbel (page 418 in our textbooks) and write a one-page essay if you agree or disagree that Schanbel’s description about the discovery of the “Secret Annex” is “far less dramatic” than the play’s version.
10 points

· Draw a portrait of any character in the play.

· Write a poem celebrating the end of the Holocaust.

· Write a poem describing the horrors of the Holocaust.

· Create a word-search or crossword puzzle of vocabulary terms for the unit.

· Write a letter to Anne from one of the other characters in the play.

· Draft a newspaper article summarizing the events of the play.

· Complete “The Elements of Drama” worksheet after we read the entire play.

These are simply suggestions—if you have any other ideas about a project you would like to do, please let me know.  We can work together to determine the point value of the project.  Happy creating!
