Lesson 5 – Act One, Scene 3

Time Limit: 50 minutes
Objectives: SWBAT:

· identify the use of dramatic irony in the play.

· write their own viewpoints and reactions in their journal.

· demonstrate understanding by completing the “Discovering the Elements of Drama” worksheet using acquired knowledge.

· relate to the occupants of the “Secret Annex” by write a one-page narrative.

Materials:

“Diary of Student Name” journal

textbook

“Discovering the Elements of Drama” worksheet

“Pack Rat” Assignment handout

“Pack Rat” grading rubric

Motivation: (5-7 minutes)

Read the short biography of Nely Silvinova.
Journal prompt. 

· Respond to the artwork on the first page of the chapter in the textbook (pg. 338).  Ask students to discuss the colors and shapes in the painting and if the images represent something real, or are they abstract (nonrepresentational).

Procedures/Activities: (30-35 minutes)
1. Have students open their textbooks to page 358.

2. Review homework reading.  Be sure students understand what happened in scene three.

3. Explain dramatic irony in short mini-lesson.  Ask for examples from scene three.

4. Distribute “Discovering the Elements of Drama” worksheet.

5. Divide students into pairs or small groups to complete worksheet.

6. Go over worksheet as a class. Have students write answers on board under heading for each question.

7. Briefly review for test.

8. Introduce homework assignment.

Closure: (5-10 minutes)

Brainstorming and Assignment.

· Distribute “Pack Rat” worksheet and rubric.

· If you were going into hiding and could take only as many items as you could carry in a single trip, what would those items be?  List the contents of your bags and explain why you chose them.

· Brainstorm a list of items.

· Begin drafting a one-page narrative.  You must use at least two paragraphs.

· Assignment due on Lesson 8 day.

Evaluation:

· Journal entry.

· Monitor student participation and ensure they are following along actively.

· “Discovering the Elements of Drama” worksheet.

Sponge Activities:

· Discuss if Anne and Peter have typical teenage attitudes towards their families.  Ask students to cite the text for their answers.
