After reading that information about copyright, I feel like I need to go to "confession" (because I am catholic..) All I can say is "Oops!!" I didn't realize (or maybe I didn't want to know-I think this is more like it) that I was breaking so many laws. I think if they really prosecuted teachers for breaking the copyright laws they would have to build quite a few more prisons. I am not trying to condone or make light of a lot of the behaviors that go on in school work rooms, but maybe it would help if people like Angel could give professional development on such issues. I have to admit I never sought out information regarding copyright laws and only read it because it was part of this class.
After reading these pages on copyright I understand the importance of the laws. It is protection for people who work extremely hard and publish written works, documentaries, pictures, etc... In all honesty it is only fair that such works are protected. 
My school never mentions copyright laws, except during testing time. In the springtime a note is posted on every copier that states, "It is illegal to make copies of standardized tests." This is seriously the only time that copyright laws are mentioned. I think we have a "Don't ask... Don't tell" policy at our school. Teachers don't really copy whole workbooks, but I have seen complete instructional books copied. I am guilty of copying materials that I want for instruction without even giving it a second thought. See that is what I mean... many of us do things that aren't legal, but don't really understand.
As I mentioned before, I think the best thing for schools to do would be to talk about copyright laws, to inform their teachers. I know many teachers will grumble about not having enough supplies or how they have to use their own money to buy materials, but I still think it is important to inform people. I didn't learn (or at least I can't remember) talking about this in my undergraduate classes. I am glad I had this opportunity.
