Study Guide for the Final Exam

Supplemental Material: A few test questions will be added from content covered by the midterm.  Questions will be extremely general, and will focus on the major theories discussed.  Most of you have used these theories for your projects, and also had to sit through many presentations hearing the same theories presented over and over again—therefore these questions should help your performance on the test.  Briefly review the following major models from the first half of the semester: HSM, ELM, Psychological Reactance, TORA, Attribution Theory, Classical Conditioning, Social Learning Theory, Social Comparison Theory, Cognitive Consistency Theories and the Message Learning Approach.  You will be required to have a general understanding of each of these concepts.

Preparation Suggestions:

1. Review all notes for the class.

a. Copy the slides out by hand two or three times, reading them out loud as you do so.  This way you will read, write, see, and hear the material.  Repetition is everything here.

b. Include in your preparation the notes that we did not cover in class (especially those near the end of week 6).

2. Review key terms from the back of the chapters in the book.

a. Especially those key terms that we did not spend time covering in class, but should have been read outside of class.

3. Bring a pencil to the final exam.
