A term for somebody’s state of learning where they no longer get better even though they are exposed to more language.Of course, if a learner is not happy with the state of their language and need to have it improved, then we are talking about methods and motivation in the next point.
Gardner and Lambert (1972) introduced the notions of instrumental and integrative motivation. In the context of language learning, instrumental motivation refers to the learnerâs desire to learn a language for utilitarian purposes (such as employment or travel), whereas integrative motivation refers to the desire to learn a language to integrate successfully into the target language community.
