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Each year almost 800,000 persons bitten by dogs or cats require medical attention. So, never approach an unfamiliar animal 
Venomous snakes cause some 8,000 of the 45,000 snakebites that occur each year in the USA. 9 to 15 deaths per year are attributed to these snakebites. Children between the ages of 1 and 9 years are the most likely victims. The greatest number of bites occurs during daylight hours in summer months. Venomous snakebites are medical emergencies.
