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· Block the way to basements, storage areas, furnace rooms and other hazardous places.
· Watch out for children’s climbing abilities - Items placed up high are not necessarily unreachable by your child. 
· Store ladders away to prevent children climbing roofs, silos, trees and other height hazards
· Remove breakable and valuable objects from your child's reaching and climbing range.
· Place good books on high shelves or jam them in tight. 
· Keep old magazines or children's books on accessible bookshelves
· Don't leave furniture or anything that can be climbed upon near a window.
· Ensure fixed ladders on silos, bins, tank stands, windmills etc. are adequately guarded against children attempting to climb them.
· Always secure safety belts on changing tables, strollers, carriages, and high chairs so they can’t lean over and fall out. 

· Be sure to strap a small child securely into the seat of a supermarket-shopping cart.
· Ensure that there is a deadbolt or chain on the front door. 
· This will stop them from going outside to play without telling you.
· Never sit your child on the countertop. 
· Besides the danger of a fall, they can easily reach for items that can harm them. 
· Remember a baby left lying on a bed or changing table could wiggle away and end up rolling off the edge. 
· Keep side rails up on cribs
· Attach guardrails to the side of the top bunk and Install safety rails on your toddler's bed
· Make sure they are up when your child is sleeping. 
· Do not put a child under age six on the top bunk of a bunk bed.
· Side rails should be up on cribs. 
· Attach protective padding or other specially designed covers to corners of coffee tables, furniture, and countertops with sharp edges.
