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PREVENTION AT HOME 

· Keep potentially dangerous objects like easily breakable glass objects, knives, razors, scissors, graters and other cutting utensils out of children's reach. 
· Store sharp utensils in drawers or cabinets secured with safety latches.
· Make sure your child is a safe distance away when you load and unload the dishwasher
· Do not allow young children to use appliance with accessible moving blades or parts.
· Store boxes of foil and plastic wrap up high; 
· Jagged package edges can cause nasty cuts.
· Use plastic and paper dishes and cups instead of breakables.
· Promptly sweep up broken glass and keep children out of the area. 
· Damp mop to be sure all glass splinters are picked up. 
· Instruct children to wear shoes. 
· Mark sliding doors and other expanses of glass with colorful stickers set low at eye level
· Install safety glass in large windows and French doors so they won't shatter if a child falls into them
· Use child-resistant interlocks that come with power tools. Use safety locks on all equipment if available.
· Unplug appliances and tools when not in use and store them locked out of children's reach.
· Attach corner or cushion guards to furniture corners, fireplace hearths and other sharp structural features in the home.
· Consider moving the coffee table out of the living room until your child can walk well
· Wrap sharp objects, such as can lids and razor blades, before throwing them away.
· If you recycle glass and metal in your home, keep the recycling containers far from reach. 
· If possible, keep the kitchen garbage can behind a cabinet door with a safety latch. 
· If you use a razor to shave, keep it in a locked cabinet in the bathroom.
· Be sure extra blades are stored in a safe place, along with nail scissors and other sharp tools. 
· Most garage items, such as lawn mowers, snow blowers and garden tools, can be dangerous. 
· Keep kids away, especially while mowing — lawn mowers can expel objects with enough force to pierce a child’s heart
· Store all tools, including those used for gardening, automotive, and lawn care, in a locked container.
