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Electrical Outlets

· Cover all electrical outlets using plastic safety guards in outlets when possible.
· Children might be tempted to try to insert something into exposed outlets. 
· Check for exposed outlets behind furniture that you may have overlooked.
· Keep appliances flush against the wall so small hands don't have access to the back surfaces
· Don’t leave lighting fixtures empty. Replace bulbs immediately.
· Unplug small appliances when not in use.
· Avoid using space heaters and floor-level electric fans.
· Never keep hair dryers or other electrical appliances anywhere near sinks or tubs, where they could fall in and electrocute your child.
· DISCONNECT electric rollers or hairdryers when not in use
· Check into Safety Switches also known as a residual current device (RCD)
· Provides electrical protection. Safety Switches Save Lives
· When fitted onto a circuit, a safety switch ensures that the electricity in a circuit is turned off, instantly, if there is a leakage to earth. 
· If a child interferes with, or comes into contact with electricity, a safety switch will shut off the electricity before the child is seriously harmed. 
· Talk to an electrician about installing safety switch protection in your home
· Check electronic toys frequently for signs of wear and tear; any object that sparks, feels hot, or smells unusual must be repaired or discarded immediately. 
· Seasonal lighting, such as Christmas tree lights, can pose an especially inviting hazard. 
 
Wires

· Watch out for long wires to trip on 
· Shorten all cords with cord shorteners. Shortening extension cords will reduce the risk of tripping, or fasten excess cord with tape or bind excess cord with a twist-tie
· Keep electrical cords to small appliances out of my reach; 
· Adjust lamp cords so that the cord is not easily accessible; 
· Hide or tape them to the wall. 
· Repair any frayed cords.
· Do not use extension cords unless absolutely necessary. Be sure that the extension cord is rated for the amount of electricity that you will draw through it
· Make sure all wires in the house are properly insulated
