In this course your "Lab Portfolio" will be kept in a "marbled" composition notebook you need to buy from Ms. Schroeder for $1.   This format is used to imitate as closely as possible the lab style that would be utilized by a research scientist or by a college student (with a few necessary adaptations for high school classes).  Your lab portfolio must by brought to class each day or you will not receive any credit for the day, but will be responsible for collecting the data. 
When you receive your marble composition book, you should set it up in the following manner:
1. Label the bottom outer corner of each page with your initials and page numbers. For example EFS1, EFS 2 (look at bottom for examples)

   initials – ie:    EFS-1;  EFS2, etc.  (Start by doing first 50 pgs) 
	   Skip more than 4 consecutive lines (draw a diagonal on  

   blank lines; initial on the diagonal)

	   Bring your Chem Portfolio to class each day!
	   Remove any pages or tear or fold them

	   Write on both sides of each page
	   Leave a lab incomplete. (finish for HW that same night) 

	   Write neatly - notes should be legible to anyone 
	   Tape/staple pages unless authorized by instructor

	   Expect your teacher to inspect and write in your portfolio
	   Waste a moment of class time

	   Use a single, thin black line to cross out errors
	   Let anyone write in your portfolio exc. teacher & partner

	   Make an effort to draw connections between lab & class work
	   Miss a lab without getting all information from partner
